Luke 1:1-3:38

KV 2:30-32

For my eyes have seen your salvation, which you have prepared in the sight of all people, a light for revelation to the Gentiles and for glory to your people Israel.

1. (1:1-25, 1:58-80) How are the accounts of Zechariah and Elizabeth testimonies of God’s salvation? Who is Jesus to this God-seeking couple? What did they see amidst all the events surrounding the birth of their son? How did God reveal himself here?

2. (1:26-57) What is revealed about God’s salvation through the account of Mary? How did Mary view the child God said would be born to her through the Holy Spirit? What did God reveal to Mary through the promise of sending his son?

3. (2:1-20) What is revealed through the circumstances surrounding the birth of Jesus? What is the significance that the first people to hear of the baby Jesus’ birth were shepherds? Who was Jesus to these shepherds? How did God reveal himself to them? 

4. (2:21-52) What is significant about Simeon and Anna, who Luke chose to mention in his gospel? What were each person longing for? What was revealed to each of them when they saw the baby Jesus? What was their response to this Jesus? 

5. (3:1-38) What was John, the son of Zechariah and Elizabeth, set apart to do? How was God revealed through John’s ministry? What was John’s ministry preparing? Who was the Christ to John? Who was Jesus to John, even when he was in the prison of Herod? What did God testify about Jesus in regard to John the Baptist? 

6. What does Luke mean that Jesus is God’s salvation? What does this mean to you?
