JESUS, FULL OF THE HOLY SPIRIT
Luke 4:1-6:49

KV 4:18-19

The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to release the oppressed, to proclaim the year of the Lord's favor.

1. (4:1-44) How did Jesus’ ministry begin? What is revealed through Jesus’ temptation in the desert? What was the word of God for Jesus? What did Jesus declare as he read from Isaiah in his hometown of Nazareth? What was the truth of Jesus’ rejection in his hometown? What did it mean that Jesus was full of the Holy Spirit? 

2. (5:1-39) What else did Jesus do through the power of the Spirit? What do you learn about Jesus who healed? What do you learn about Jesus who called sinners like Simon Peter? What is surprising about the truth of the forgiveness of sin that Jesus reveals through the healing of the paralyzed man? 

3. (6:1-49) Why did Jesus teach? What did he reveal about the Sabbath? Why did Jesus designate apostles? What is shown as he chose these specific apostles? Discuss each of Jesus’ teachings in this passage.  What was Jesus testifying through his teachings? What do the teachings mean to you? 

4. What is surprising about the work of the Holy Spirit revealed through Jesus in this passage? How is the power of the Spirit testified through Jesus, God’s salvation? What does it mean to you personally that Jesus is full of the Holy Spirit?
