JESUS’ INVITATION TO LIFE

Luke 14-16

KV 16:9
“I tell you, use worldly wealth to gain friends for yourselves, 
so that when it is gone, you will be welcomed into eternal dwellings.”

I.  When you are invited (14:1-35)

1. (1-13) What is Jesus teaching here? (1-6) What is the humbleness Jesus is talking about? Why does Jesus mention the issue of being honored and exalted? How can inviting the people in verses 13 to a banquet be connected to being repaid at the resurrection of the righteous? What is this “repayment” Jesus is talking about? Is it different from resurrection itself? Is it more than eternal life?

2. (15-24) What does the description of the invited guests who rejected the invitation reveal? What is revealed in the man who wanted his house full, even with guests he didn’t originally invite?

3. (25-35) Why does Jesus go from talking about the invitation into the banquet to talking about hating even our lives? What is this hate that Jesus talks about? How is it related to the mind and heart of the Lord who invited sinners to his banquet? How is finishing what we started and knowing when to surrender related to being a “salty” disciple of Jesus? What does this have to do with the invitation to the Banquet?

II. Those who are dead are alive again; the lost are found (15:1-32)

4. (1-32) What is Jesus teaching through the parables particularly about the one who seeks for what he/she has lost? What does this reveal about the mind and heart of the Father? How is this related to the invitation to the banquet in the heavenly kingdom? 
III. You will be welcomed into eternal dwellings (16:1-31)

5. (1-18) Why does Jesus direct this next parable at his disciples? What is the shrewdness that Jesus talks about here? How does using worldly wealth to gain friends relate to being welcomed into eternal dwellings? How are these “worldly things” connected to spiritual matters? What is Jesus teaching here about the kingdom of God, the banquet in heaven?

6. (19-31) What is Jesus teaching with this parable of a rich man and Lazarus? How is this related to being invited to the banquet and being wise to life?
