1. (1:13-16) What does Peter instruct the believers and why (13-14)? What reason does he give for the “dos” and “don’ts” (15-16)? In light of this passage what does it mean to be holy?
2. (1:17- 21) Who is God (17)? Then how should the believers live their lives and why? How does Peter show the value of the blood of Christ? What evidence does Peter provide to show that the scattered Christians belong to God (18-21)? What did Peter see in the faith of the believers (21)?
3. (1:22-25) What was the reason they could have sincere love for another? What was the effect of the word of God on them? What is the truth of all men without the word of God? What is the significance of the word, which was preached to them?
4. (2:1-3) Therefore what does Peter instruct the believers to do?
5. (2:4-8) Who is the living Stone? Why is he the living Stone (4, 6-8)? Why did Peter emphasize the living Stone instead of the cornerstone, rejected stone, capstone, etc. What significance is this for the believers (5)? 
6. (2:9-12) Who are the scattered Christians according to Peter? What is God’s hope in calling them? In light of this, what did Peter urge them? What was Peter’s hope for the Christians who suffered? How does this show Peter’s faith in Christ?
