(5b, ref. 32:7-10)  What would happen if the Israelites obeyed them? (6)  Why is misusing the name of YHWH so serious? (7; ref. Ex 6:2, 3, 6-8)
4. vs. 8-11.  What was the commandment regarding the Sabbath and how could the Israelites keep it holy? (8-10)  Why did YHWH bless the Sabbath day and made it holy? (11)  What is his intent when he gave the Israelites the Sabbath?

5. Why is honoring our fathers and mothers so important to YHWH that he would give long life to those who do so? (12; ref. Eph. 6:1-4)  So then, why is honoring our parents a blessing?  Who is our neighbor according to the last five commandments? (13-17)  Who is at the center of these commandments?  So then, why is YHWH so concerned about these seemingly human matters?  What do we know then when we interact with and live with others?
