
Paul wrote what God revealed in the death and resurrection of Jesus. Jesus is the Son of God. The same power of God that raised him from the dead gives salvation for all who believe (1:16). The gospel of Jesus is the gospel of God. In our weakness, we see God. in our strength God is there. In our frustration, in our joy the Lord remains. God is with us who are created by him to be his children. 

Paul was created by God as an apostle for the Gentiles. He writes that the risen Christ is the God of Israel. (1:8-17). When the believers heard the gospel of Jesus, they were sanctified by the Holy Spirit and through Jesus became the children of God. Paul was sure of the gospel, that it wasn’t just stories, because in the gospel a righteousness from God is revealed. In the gospel is the power of salvation. God’s words makes sinners, who Paul said he was the worst, representatives of God; apostles of Christ. 

The righteousness from God is revealed in the Truth of the gospel. The righteousness is obedience to God. There are those who suppress the truth, but they condemn themselves. Even those who do not do the “bad things” Paul speaks about in the suppression of the Truth suppress the truth. For in 3:9-20 we can see that all people fall short of the glory of God. 

Righteousness is not found in the law, it is apart from it. This is seen when God judged Israel for its sin, but also spared it. David and Abraham also received the righteousness from God. Abraham knew there was no way for him and Sarah to have a child. He believed not in the impossible, but in God who gives life to the dead and calls things that are not as though they are (4:17). David held on to the truth of the forgiveness of sin that is testified in the Word of God. This faith is the same as believing in God who raised Jesus from the dead. 

It is through Jesus and his death and resurrection that we have peace with God, or as M. Sam said, we are all right in God’s sight. In chapter 5:9-11, Paul testifies to how big this hope of God is, even though it can’t be measured. It is not just receiving the hope but knowing God who raised Jesus from the dead and understanding how big this is. 

In Chapters 6 and 7, Paul writes that we died to sin and received a new life in Christ Jesus. Even thought it might not feel different, we can know through offering our lives to God through obedience and trust in His Name. Because we are in Christ Jesus we have the Spirit who enables us to follow him. By Jesus’ blood we have no condemnation from God.  Then we can abide in His love.

Then Paul speaks of God’s mercy. God bound all men over to disobedience to have mercy on them all. Because of his mercy, we receive his love and nothing in all the earth can separate us from the love that is in Christ Jesus. God is all in all and in Christ is our hope. God revealed his name so that all nations can know his unfailing mercy. Through the gospel, man is given access to know God who accepts those without any merit. We are encouraged to trust in Christ because he is our salvation.  It is by the grace of God that we believe and know that through Jesus salvation comes to both Jews and Gentiles.
