The Beginning of the Gospel

Mark 1:1-13

Key verse:  1:1 – The beginning of the gospel about Jesus Christ, the Son of God.

1. vs. 1.  What is the declaration Mark makes?  What is the beginning?  What is the gospel?  Who is Jesus Christ?  What is the significance of this declaration?

2. vs. 2-5.  Why does Mark then quote from Isaiah?  What did God do through his messenger of the Lord?  Who is this messenger of the Lord and what did he preach?  What was the response of the people?  Why was there such a reaction to John’s preaching?  What do we learn from John in serving as fellow messengers of the Lord?

3. vs. 6-8.  What does John’s description show about him?  What do we learn from John in the midst of struggling to survive?  What was John’s message?  What is revealed about the one who would come after John?  Why is the Lord’s baptism with the Holy Spirit significant?

4. vs. 9-11.  Who came from Nazareth and what did he do?  What is significant about Jesus’ baptism?  What happened as Jesus came out of the water?  What is the significance of the Holy Spirit descending on Jesus?  What did the voice from heaven say?  What is the significance of the Father’s words?

5. vs. 12, 13.  What did the Spirit do?  Why did Jesus have to be tempted?  What does this show about Jesus?  What do we learn from the fact that angels attended Jesus while he was tempted?
