Jesus is Lord even of the Sabbath

Mark 2:18-3:6

Key verse:  28 – 28So the Son of Man is Lord even of the Sabbath."

1. vs. 18. What were John’s disciples and the Pharisees doing? What did some people ask Jesus? Why might they had been fasting? 

2. vs. 19-22. How did Jesus answer? Who is the bridegroom? The bridegroom’s guests? What was Jesus’ referring to in verse 20? What do we learn about Jesus here?  What did Jesus teach in verses 21 and 22? How is this related to verse 20?
3. vs. 23, 24. What did Jesus’ disciples do one Sabbath? Of what did the Pharisees accuse them? What do you learn here in the picture of Jesus who was accused by the Pharisees? 

4. vs. 25, 26. What did David do because of his and his companions need? In answering the accusation of the Pharisees, what is Jesus speaking of? What was Jesus thinking of here? What do you learn from Jesus here? 

5. vs. 27, 28. What did Jesus conclude in verses 27 and 28? What is the point Jesus is making in verse 27? How does Jesus appreciate the Sabbath and God who made the Sabbath in verse 27? What is Jesus teaching in verse 28? How can this be the conclusion to Jesus’ teaching in verse 27, and to verses 25 and 26?
6. vs. 1, 2. Where did Jesus go on another Sabbath? Who were the “some people” in verse 2 (cf. 2:24)? Why did they watch Jesus closely? What do you learn about Jesus here? 

7. vs. 3, 4. In the tense situation what did Jesus do to the man with a shriveled hand? What do you learn from Jesus and about him here? What did Jesus ask them? What did Jesus do for those who were secretly watching him? What did he ask regarding doing lawful things on the Sabbath? What is doing good? What is saving life? How does this question cause his accusers to stand before God? How did they respond? Why did they remain silent? What do you learn from Jesus who asked those who were secretly watching him?

8. vs. 5, 6. What was Jesus’ response to their silence? What do you learn from Jesus who was angry and deeply distressed at their silence and stubborn hearts? What did Jesus do? What did he teach the Pharisees here? How did the Pharisees react? What do we learn about Jesus here?
