3. vs.  20-30.  Where did Jesus go after this and what happened? (20)  What did Jesus’ own family and the teachers of the law think of Jesus and why? (21, 22)  What was Jesus’ reply? (23-27)  What is Jesus teaching through this parable?  Why is the accusation by the teachers of the law so serious? (28-30)  What do you learn about Jesus? (20-30)
4. vs. 31-35.  What happened after Jesus taught the parable? (31, 32)  What did Jesus reveal? (33-35)  What is doing God’s will?  Why does Jesus consider those who do God’s will as his family?  What is Jesus’ view of family versus the world’s view?  What do we learn about Jesus? (31-35)
