Calling the Twelve to Him

Mark 6:1-30

Key verse:  7Calling the Twelve to him, he sent them out two by two and gave them authority over evil spirits.

1. vs. 1-6a.  Where was Jesus and what had happened? (ref. 5:41-43)  Why did Jesus then go to his hometown? (1, 2a)  What was the people’s reaction? (2b, 3)  Why did they take offense at Jesus?  What did Jesus say to them? (4)  What then happened? (5, 6)  What did Jesus have in mind as the “prophet without honor”?  What do you learn now about why Jesus went to his hometown?
2. vs. 6b-13.  What did Jesus then do? (6b, 7)  Why did Jesus send out the Twelve at this time? (ref. 3:13-15)  What instructions did Jesus give them? (8-11)  What was Jesus thinking when he gave those instructions?  What did the Twelve then do? (12, 13)  What did the Twelve learn from Jesus (e.g. from Jesus’ heart, Jesus’ mind, and Jesus’ spirit)?
3. vs. 14-29.  What was King Herod’s reaction to what the Twelve did? (14-16)  What happened that led to John’s execution? (17-28)  What did John’s disciples do? (29)  Why did Mark include this record of John’s death here?
4. vs. 30.  What did the apostles do when they returned?  What did Jesus think about and what did he see when the Twelve gave their report?  In light of what Jesus knew and thought, what can be in your mind and heart now when faced with the townspeople’s rejection and the death of John?  With your own problems?
