THE TRANSFIGURATION OF JESUS

Mark 9:2-13

Key Verse: 9:2

*  “This is my Son; listen to him” (2-8)

1. v. 2a.  What do the words, “After six days,” refer to? Who did Jesus take with him? What do you learn here? Where did they go? What is the significance that Jesus “led” them? That they were “all alone?”

2. vv. 2b-3.  What happened on the high mountain? What does it mean to be “transfigured?” How did the author describe this event? (3) What do you learn here? How did Peter describe this experience later? (2Pe 1:16-18) Compare Jesus’ transfiguration with his teaching in 8:31. What can you learn from this comparison about Jesus? About his glory? His humility? 

3. v. 4.  Who else appeared with Jesus? What is significant about Moses appearing there? (Ex 33:18-19; 34:6-7) About Elijah appearing there? (1Ki 19:11-13) What does it mean to you that these men who have been dead for many years, appeared with Jesus in his glory? How do the lives of Moses and Elijah bear similarities to the Son of Man? How is the glory they witnessed like that of Jesus? Why did Jesus reveal his glory at that time? 

4. vv. 5-6.  How did Peter respond to seeing transfigured Jesus, Moses and Elijah? What do his suggestions reveal about him? About the scene he witnessed?

5. vv. 7-8.  What happened when Peter interrupted? (7) What do you learn about Jesus from this event? What do you learn from God’s word to Peter to “listen to [Jesus]”? Why is this command important? Then what happened? (8) What do you learn from the fact that the disciples were left with nothing “except Jesus?”

*  Jesus teaches of the Son of Man (9-13)

6. vv. 9-10.  What orders did Jesus give the three disciples? Why did he not want them to tell anyone what they had seen? What do you learn in reference to the words, “until the Son of Man [has] risen from the dead?” Why did Jesus tell them to wait until that time? How did the disciples respond? (10) What do you learn here?

7. vv. 11-13.  What question did the disciples have for Jesus? What do you think was the nature of their question? How did Jesus reply? What do you learn from his reference to the suffering and rejection of the Son of Man? What do you learn from Jesus who taught the truth of the Son of Man right after his transfiguration?
