Key Verse:  9:23

1. vs. 14, 15.  What did Jesus and the three disciples find when they came down from the mountain?  How does this scene compare with the previous passage?  How did the people react when they saw Jesus?  Why might they have greeted him so?

2. vs. 16-18.  What question did Jesus ask?  Who did he ask the question?  Who answered him?  What was the man’s problem?  How did he try to solve it?  What as the result?

3. vs. 19.  How did Jesus reply?  What could it be, the “unbelieving generation?”  What do you learn about Jesus from his two questions?  Then what did Jesus command them?  What do you learn from Jesus’ words about the truth of unbelief?  About Jesus?

4. vs. 20.  How did the people respond to Jesus’ command?  What happened to the boy with the evil spirit?  What does this show about Jesus and his word?
5. vs. 21-23.  What did Jesus do next?  What does this show about him?  How did the man answer?  What does his answer reveal about him?  How is he representative of the unbelieving generation?  What did Jesus say to him?  What was Jesus most concerned about?  What do you learn about him here?

6. vs. 24-27.  How did the boy’s father respond?  What does his answer reveal about him?  What did Jesus do when he saw a crowd coming?  Why didn’t he wait for the crowd?  What do you learn here?  How did Jesus drive out the spirit?  What happened to the boy?  What did Jesus do?  What do these verses show about the power of evil spirits?  The power of Jesus?  What do you learn about Jesus through this story?

7. vs. 28-29.  What did Jesus’ disciples ask him privately?  Why might they have not asked him publicly?  What was Jesus’ reply?  What was Jesus teaching his disciples here?

8. vs. 30-32.  Where did Jesus and his disciples go next?  Where were they headed?  Why did Jesus desire to keep their whereabouts private?  What does this suggest about the critical nature of Jesus’ teaching here?  What was the context of the teaching?  How is his teaching here the answer to the two questions in verse 19?  What do you learn here about unbelief?  About the Son of Man?  Why do you think the disciples “did not understand what he meant and were afraid to ask him about it?”
