* Peter heals a cripple (3:1-11)

1. vv. 1-7. Why were Peter and John going to the temple? What was special about their behavior? Whom did they meet there? What did he ask from Peter and John? How did Peter help the man? What did Peter give the man? Why did Peter help the man that way? What do you personally learn from Peter?

* Peter witnesses the name of Jesus (3:12-26)

2. vv. 8-11. What did the man do when he was healed? What impact did the healing have on the people who witnessed the man’s changed life?
3. vv. 12-16. What were the distractions from which Peter called the peoples’ attention? What then, did Peter say in verses 13-15? What is the essence of his witnessing in verses 11-15? What was the cause of the healing according to Peter’s explanation in verse 16? Therefore, what should they pay attention to and be surprised with according to verse 16?
4. vv. 17-26. What was the truth of their ignorance? What did God fulfill through the suffering of Christ Jesus at the hands of the ignorant? What had God meant by fulfilling the suffering of his Christ according to verse 19? How far-reaching is God’s blessing on their repentance according to verses 20-23? Why had God send Christ to the Jews whom he knew would act in ignorance?
* To obey God (4:1-22)

5. 4:1-4. Who came to Peter? With what were the authorities disturbed? What did they do? What was the result of the apostles' preaching?
6. 4:5-12. Who questioned the apostles? What did Peter testify in his answer? How did he reason that Jesus is the one and only Savior?
7. 4:13-22. What was the initial response of the Jewish leaders? What was their dilemma? What did they devise to deal with the dilemma? How did Peter and John reason that they obeyed God? What happened as a result? What do you learn in the words of the apostles in verses 19-20?
* How Jesus’ people practiced their faith in the name (4:23-37)

8. 4:23-30. How did Jesus’ people respond to the news of the threat according to verses 23-24a? How did they interpret the threat according to their prayer in verses 24b-28? What did they request of God according to verses 29-30? What do you learn from their prayer?
9. 4:31-37. How did God answer their prayer according to verse 31? What was their community life like? What does it mean that they “were one in heart and mind”? How did they become “one in heart and mind” through persecution? What did Jesus’ name mean to them?
