What was Ananias’ view and the Lord’s view of Saul, respectively? What did Ananias do? What do you learn here? (ref. 1 Tim 1:16; Ro 15:15, 16; Col 2:2; Eph 2:14-18; Eph 3:6)
* Saul and Peter (19b-43)

3. vv. 19b-22. What did Saul do in Damascus? What did he preach? What can we learn from him?

4. vv. 23- 31. What was the response of the Jews to Saul’s conversion? How did he escape their plot to kill him? How was he accepted by the disciples? How did Barnabas help him? (ref. Gal 1:17-24) What did Saul do after he met the apostles? Why did “the brothers” send Saul to Tarsus? What happened after Saul was converted? What do you learn from Saul? What do you learn from the Holy Spirit’s work in the conversion of Saul?

5. vv. 32-43. What was Peter doing around the time of Saul’s conversion? What was the Lord doing at this time?
