PETER ACCEPTS CORNELIUS
Acts 10:1-11:18 

*  The visions of Peter and of Cornelius (10:1-23a)

1. 11:1.2. Who was Cornelius? What was unusual about him? 

2. 11:3-8. What is vision? What is emphasized in verse 3 about Cornelius’ vision? What did he hear in a vision? What did he do? What do we learn from him? (ref. Dt. 4:29; Mt.7:7,8)
3. 11:9-16. In the meantime, what happened to Peter? What did he see in his trance? What did the voice tell him to do? Why did he refuse the command of the Lord? (ref. Lev.11). What did the voice tell him second time? What does it mean that the vision was repeated three times?

4. 11:17-23a. How did Peter respond initially to the request of Cornelius’ servants to see him? (ref. 11:28). Why did he resolve to meet the servants? Why did he, who he initially hesitated even to meet, welcome them into his house to be his guests? What do you learn from Peter? 
*  God appointed Jesus as the judge (10:23b-48)

5. 10:23b-29. What did Peter find at Cornelius’ house? What do you learn from Peter’s reason to visit Cornelius? 

6. 10:30-33. What did Cornelius ask of Peter? What do you learn from him?

7. 10:34-43. What did Peter confess in verses 34-35 as he began to speak? What did he mean? (ref. Mk.16:15). What do you learn from him? Of what knowledge about Jesus did he remind them in verses 36-38? Of what in verses 39-41 did Peter tell them regarding Jesus’ resurrection? What did Jesus command his witnesses to do after he had revealed all his glory to them? (ref. Jn. l:29; Rev.5:9). What does it mean that Jesus is the judge according to the prophets?
8. 10:44-48. How did the Holy Spirit help Peter and the circumcised believers? How did Peter interpret the pouring out of the Holy Spirit on the Gentiles? 
*  So then, God has granted the Gentiles repentance unto life (11:1-18)

9. 11:1-8. How did the believers respond to the news of Cornelius? Who were the circumcised believers? About what did the circumcised believers criticize Peter? How did he explain his association with Cornelius? What was his conclusion? What did the believers conclude? What do you learn from them?
