PAUL'S FIRST MISSIONARY JOURNEY

Acts 13:4-14:28

Key Verse:

*  On Cyprus (13:4-12)

1. vv. 4-5.  Who went on the journey? How were they sent off? Where did they go? What did they do when they arrived there? Why do you think they proclaimed the word in the synagogues?

2. vv. 6-12.  Where did they go next? Who did they meet there? Why did the proconsul send for Saul and Barnabas? How did Elymas respond? What did Paul say to Elymas? What was the consequence for Elymas? For the proconsul? What do you learn about the work of the Holy Spirit on Cyprus?

*  Pisidian Antioch (13:13-52)

3. vv. 13-20a.  Where did they sail next? Where is Perga? Who left them, and why? (cf. 15:37-38) From there where did they go? What invitation did they receive? Who did Paul address in his message? What happened during Israel's first 450 years, especially the forty years in the desert? What did God do?

4. vv. 20b-22.  How did Israel come to have a king? (1Sa 8:6-7) How did they come to have David as a king? (1Sa 13:13-14; 16:1) What was God doing when he was rejected as king?

5. vv. 23-41.  What did God do through David's descendants? What did John testify about Jesus? How did the people and the rulers treat Jesus? What was God doing in the rejection and condemnation of his Son? How does the resurrection reveal that Jesus is the fulfillment of God's holy work? How does the word of God testify to it? How is Jesus even greater than David? How is the forgiveness of sins proclaimed in the gospel? Of what should the listeners take care? Why?

6. vv. 42-52.  What was the initial response of the people? What was the response of the Jews? How did Paul and Barnabas meet the rejection of the Jews? (46-47) How did the Gentiles respond to the word of the Lord? What was the result in the region? How did the Jews treat Paul and Barnabas? What did Paul and Barnabas do? What sustained the disciples at this time?

*  Iconium, Lystra and Derbe (14:1-28)

7. vv. 1-7.  What was the result of the word of God in Iconium? (1-7) How did the Lord confirm the message of his grace at this time? What did that mean for Paul and Barnabas?

8. vv.8-20.  What happened when Paul healed a crippled man in Lystra? What did the apostles do when they heard this? How did they testify the good news to the ignorant people? What happened to Paul when the Jews caught up with him?

9. vv. 21-28.  What did Paul and Barnabas do in Derbe? What was the conclusion of their journey as they returned? What practical steps did they take to help the young churches? What was the summary of their report to the church? What do you learn from them?
