Acts 15:36-16:40
*  Paul and Barnabas parted company (15:36-41)

1. What did Paul and Barnabas intend? On what matter did they not agree with each other? What happened as a result? What do you learn here?

*  Paul’s vision of a man of Macedonia (16:1-40)

2. vv. 1-5. Trace Paul’s second journey up to Lystra. Who was Timothy? (1,2) What did Paul do to take Timothy as a coworker? Why did he want to take him? Does his choice of Silas over John Mark as his journey companion provide us any clue for his choice of Timothy? (2 Tim.2:2; Phil 2:19-22; cf. 15:38,40). What did he do afterward? (15:40,41; 16:1,4,5). What do you learn from Paul’s recruit of Timothy? 
3. vv. 6-10. After Lystra and Iconium where did Paul travel? What did Paul experience in Phrygia and Galatia? What did Paul and his companions experience at Mysia? What did Paul experience at Troas? What did Paul decide after he saw the vision of a man of Macedonia? What do you learn from Paul? What is significant about his decision?

4. vv. 11-15. Where did Paul go from Troas? Trace his journey to Philippi. Why did Paul go straight to the leading city of Macedonia, Philippi? What do you learn from Paul? How did Paul begin his evangelical work in Philippi according to verse 13? Who was Lydia? How did the Lord affect her? What can we learn from Paul here? What can we learn from Lydia? (14,15)
5. vv. 16-24. How did Paul continue his evangelical work in Philippi according to verse 16a? Who did he meet in one of his trips to the place of prayer? What did Paul do to the slave girl? What happened to Paul and Silas as a result of driving out an evil spirit from a slave girl? What do you learn from their experience?

6. vv. 25-34. How did Paul and Silas act in prison according to verse 25? What do you learn from them? (ref. Phil 4:4-9) What happened when Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns? How did this jailer become a Christian? What can we learn here from Paul? From the jailer?

7. vv. 35-40. What did the magistrates order? How did Paul respond to the order? What happened as a result? What do you learn from Paul?
