2. vv. 24-28 Who was Apollos? What was lacking in his preaching? How did Priscilla and Aquila help him? What can we learn here?

*  God’s Work At Ephesus (19:1-41)

3. vv. 1-10 What did Paul teach the disciples he found in Ephesus? What was the main point of his teaching in the synagogue? Why did he take the disciples and go to the hall of Tyrannus? How long did he preach there? What was the result?
4. vv. 11-22 How did God work through Paul at this time? Describe the comical event that showed how God was working through his servants. What was the result of this? (17-20) What decision did Paul make here? Why?

5. vv. 23-41 Why and how did Demetrius stir up trouble? How did God use the city clerk to protect his servants? (23-41)

*  Paul’s last visit to Greece (20:1-12)

6. vv. 1-12 Where did Paul go after this? What was his final destination, and the purpose of his trip? (20:1-6) What happened in Troas? What can we learn about Paul and about the early church from this event? (7-12)
