*  Paul decides to sail past Ephesus (13-16)

1. vv. 13-16 Where did Paul go after leaving Troas? (Find each place on a map.) What decision did Paul make? What was his urgency to reach Jerusalem? (22-23; Ac 2:1-21; Ro 15:25-27) 

*  Testifying to the gospel of God’s grace (17-24)

2. vv. 17-20 When and where did Paul meet the Ephesian elders? What can we learn from his farewell speech about Paul’s life and ministry there? (17-20)

3. v. 21 What did he teach both Jews and Gentiles? What does it mean to repent? To have faith in our Lord Jesus?

4. vv. 22-24 What was Paul’s attitude toward his mission? (22-24) Why was he not fearful about the hardships and persecution that awaited him? Why was he so determined to go to Jerusalem? (Ro 15:25-27)

*  Now I commit you to God (25-38)

5. vv. 25-31 What warning and instruction did he give the elders? What does it mean to be a shepherd of the flock of God? What example did Paul set? (25-31) 
6. vv. 32-38 What did it mean to commit them to God’s grace? What did he teach by word and example about giving? (32-38) Describe the parting scene.
