JESUS APPOINTS THE TWELVE

Luke 6:1-49

Key Verse: 6:20

*  Lord of the Sabbath (1-11)

1. What were Jesus’ disciples doing as they walked through the grainfields? What did the Pharisees ask? How did Jesus answer them? How was Jesus’ understanding of the Sabbath different than that of the Pharisees?

2. What was Jesus doing on another Sabbath? What were the Pharisees doing? What did Jesus say to the man? What did he say to the Pharisees? What does his question reveal about the Sabbath? About the Pharisees? About Jesus? What did Jesus do? (10) What was the result?

*  Jesus Chooses Twelve Apostles (12-16)

3. What did Jesus do in the days when the Pharisees challenged him? (12) What did he do after this? What do you learn from the list of disciples Jesus chose to designate apostles? Why do you think he included Judas, who became a traitor?

*  Jesus Teaches about the Kingdom of God (17-49)

4. Who was waiting for Jesus? Where had they come from, and why had they come? What did Jesus do at this time? Look at the list of blessings and woes in verses 20-26. What do these verses teach about what it is to be blessed? What do they teach about living as a disciple of Jesus?

5. How should Jesus’ disciples treat those who hate them, mistreat them and consider them enemies? (27-31) How is this different than the way of the world? (32-34) Why should Jesus’ disciples suffer like that? What is their reward?

6. Why should Jesus’ disciples not judge or condemn others? (37-38) How can Jesus’ disciples be guided to be like him? (39-40) What is the first step a disciple must take in order to see clearly and help his brother? How can a person take the plank out of his eye?

7. What is the truth Jesus teaches about trees and fruit? (43-44) What does a man’s fruit reveal about his heart? How can a man bear good fruit?

8. How can a man practically honor Jesus as Lord? What is the result of putting Jesus’ words into practice for Jesus’ disciples? (47-48) What is the result for those who do not put Jesus’ words into practice?

9. What do you learn from Jesus who chose twelve apostles, then taught about the kingdom of God? What does this show about discipleship? About the kingdom of God?
