Luke 12:1-59

Key Verse: 12:40

*  Do Not Worry (1-34)

1. What did Jesus do first when the crowd gathered? What is the “yeast” of the Pharisees? How is God working to reveal all things?

2. How did Jesus address his disciples? (4) How can they overcome fear of death?

3. What did Jesus teach about acknowledging him? What is it to blaspheme the Holy Spirit? Why is it so serious?

4. What lay ahead for Jesus’ disciples? Why should they not worry? How was God going to make himself known through the disciples? (1-12)

5. How did one man in the crowd address Jesus? What was Jesus’ reply? Look at Jesus’ parable in 18-20. What was the folly of the rich man? How can a man be rich towards God?

6. Then what did Jesus say to his disciples? Why should Jesus’ disciples not worry about their provision? What should they consider instead? How does God reveal his abundant provision? What is it to have faith? To seek his kingdom? What do the words “as well” show about God’s provision and gifts? (31,32) What is treasure?

*  Be Ready (35-59)

7. How did Jesus teach his disciples to be ready? What are they watching for? Why are the servants to be ready and watchful? How can a servant be a good steward for the master? How is being ready related to the coming of the Son of Man?

8. What did Peter ask? How did the Lord answer? Who is the faithful and wise manager, and how will the master reward him? What happens to the self-serving manager? (45-46) What do verses 47-48 teach about being ready to serve?

9. Why had Jesus come? What was the baptism Jesus referred to? What would be the result of Jesus’ death and resurrection? What is the peace and division Jesus refers to here?

10. How did Jesus teach the crowd to interpret the times? (54-56) What is it time to do? (9:51; 57-59)
