Key Verse: 13:24

*  Unless you Repent (1-9)

1. What story did some people tell Jesus? Why? How did Jesus answer? What does Jesus teach here about sin and punishment? About repentance and life?

2. What parable did Jesus then teach? What did the owner of the tree desire? Why did he want to cut the tree down? How did the man who took care of the vineyard reply? What does the parable teach about God? About the fruit God desires? About serving God?

*  Jesus Heals a Woman on the Sabbath (10-17) 

3. Where and when was Jesus teaching? Who was there, and what was her condition? When Jesus saw her, what did he do? What was the response of the synagogue ruler? How did the Lord answer him? How was the synagogue ruler’s indignance hypocrisy? How did others respond to Jesus’ teaching and healing?

*  What is the Kingdom of God Like? (18-30)

4. To what did Jesus first compare the kingdom of God? (18-19) How is the kingdom of God like a mustard seed? What does Jesus teach here about the kingdom of God?

5. To what did Jesus next compare the kingdom of God? (20-21) How is the kingdom of God like yeast? What does Jesus teach here about the kingdom of God? What did Jesus understand when he saw the people who opposed him and were delighted with him? (ref. 17)

6. As Jesus went to Jerusalem, what did he do along the way? What question did someone ask him? Why? (cf. 13:3,5) What did Jesus say? (24-27) What does Jesus teach about his time? The time to come? About the owner? How can a person enter through the narrow door?

7. What will it be like outside the door? What will it be like in the kingdom of God? What does verse 30 teach about entry into the kingdom of God?

*  “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem…” (31-35)

8. Who came to Jesus, and what did they say to him? How did Jesus reply? What was the goal Jesus referred to? Why did Jesus lament over Jerusalem? (34-35) What did Jesus long to do? What was the response of the people? How was the coming of Jesus similar to the prophets God sent? How is his death related to the words, “Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord?”
