WHEN THE SON OF MAN COMES

Luke 17:11-18:8

Key Verse: 17:24

*  “Your Faith has Made you Well” (17:11-37)

1. How did Jesus travel to Jerusalem? Who met him on the way? What did they call out to him? What did Jesus do when he saw them? How were the men cleansed? Why might Jesus have healed them in this way?

2. What was the response of one man who had been healed? What did Jesus ask when he saw this? What do these verses teach about faith? About Jesus’ purpose in healing?

3. What did the Pharisees ask Jesus, and how did Jesus reply? What does their question show about their understanding of the kingdom of God? What does Jesus’ reply reveal about the nature of the kingdom of God? What are some examples of the coming kingdom of God?

4. What did Jesus then say to his disciples? How is the coming of the Son of Man related to the coming of the kingdom of God? What would it be like for the disciples before the Son of Man comes? What will the Son of Man be like in his day? But what must happen first?

5. How are the days of the Son of Man like the times of Noah and Lot? What happened to the people of those times? How will the day of the Son of Man be like that? What do verses 32-35 suggest about the day of the Son of Man? About the time when God judges?

6. What does verse 37 reveal about the day of the Son of Man? 

*  Always Pray and Not Give Up (18:1-8)

7. What parable did Jesus teach his disciples and why? What does verse 1 show about how Jesus’ disciples can wait for the coming of the Son of Man?

8. What was the judge in Jesus’ parable like? (2,4,6) What was the plea of one widow in that town? How did the judge respond to the woman’s request for justice? Why did he eventually do his job and grant her justice?

9. How did Jesus explain the parable in verses 6-8? What do these verses teach about the coming of the Son of Man? About what God is doing in sending the Son of Man? What is it that the Son of Man wants to find on earth? How is this related to praying and not giving up? (1) How is it related to the coming of the kingdom of God? (17:20)
