THE COMING OF THE SON OF MAN

Luke 21:5-38

Key Verse: 21:27

*  You Know that the Kingdom of God is Near (5-31)

1. What did the disciples notice about the temple of God? What did Jesus say would happen to the temple? 

2. What questions did the disciples ask Jesus? Why might they have been so concerned about when these things would happen and what sign there would be?

3. How did Jesus reply to the question about the temple? How would men deceive others in the end times? Why will people be susceptible to fear in those days? What did Jesus say about the frightening times to come? (9b)

4. What other calamities would accompany the end times? What would happen to the disciples before these things took place? What would be the result of them being persecuted? How did Jesus teach them to accept persecutions? (14-15) Who else would betray the disciples, and to what extent? (16-17) What would be the result? What can you learn about God’s purpose in the persecutions of Jesus’ people?

5. What sign would accompany Jerusalem’s desolation? What should the people do at that time? How is the desolation of Jerusalem the fulfillment of the word of God? (22) What else would happen in those days of distress? What does it mean that the times of the Gentiles must be fulfilled?

6. What other signs would there be? Why would men grow faint? What would men see at that time? Describe the coming of the Son of Man. What should Jesus’ people do when they see these things, and why?

7. What parable did Jesus tell his disciples? What should Jesus’ people know when they see terrifying things all around?

8. What truth did Jesus tell them about this generation? What would happen to both heaven and earth? What is one thing that will never pass away?

9. What temptation would accompany the anxieties of the fearful times? How can Jesus’ people be always on the watch? (33,36) What is the hope of Jesus’ people in all times? (36b)

10. How did Jesus spend his last days on earth? How does this relate to what he had just instructed his disciples? (34-36) How will the coming of the Son of Man in verse 27 compare with Jesus’ time on earth here?
