Key Verse: 22:20

*  The Last Supper (22:1-38)

1. What were the religious leaders doing as the Passover approached? (1-2) What was Satan’s involvement? What was Judas’ motivation? How did each one take advantage of the opportunities here? What do these verses show about Jesus’ betrayal?

2. What happened on the day of Unleavened Bread? How did Jesus instruct his disciples to prepare the Passover? (8-13) What does verse 13 suggest about how the Passover was prepared? What light do these verses shed on verses 1-6?

3. What did Jesus tell his disciples at the table? (14-16) How might this Passover find fulfillment in the kingdom of God? What was Jesus’ prayer of grace and thanksgiving? (17-18) How did he pray when he broke bread? How do we remember Jesus? What did he pray when he took the cup? What does the pouring out of Jesus’ blood bring to his people? How did Jesus accept his betrayal? (cf. 18) How did his disciples receive the news?

4. What dispute arose among the disciples? What did Jesus say to them? (25-26) How is Jesus the example of greatness? How had the disciples stood by Jesus in his trials? What would Jesus’ serving mean for these disciples? (29-30)

5. What specific word did Jesus have for Peter, and what was his prayer? How did Peter reply? What did Jesus answer? What did Jesus ask his disciples, and how did they answer? What did he command them to do? Why? How would Jesus fulfill what had been written? What does verse 38 suggest about Jesus’ hope for his disciples?

*  Jesus Arrested and Tried (22:39-23:25)

6. What did Jesus do after the dinner? What did he instruct his disciples? How did he pray? (41-44) What do you learn about Jesus’ suffering? His prayer? How did he find the disciples afterward? What did he tell them? What do these verses teach about the object of prayer?

7. What happened as Jesus was speaking? How did Jesus respond? Why? How did the disciples respond? What was Jesus’ answer? How did he address the religious leaders? (52-53) What does verse 53 suggest about God’s involvement in Jesus’ arrest?

8. Where was Peter when Jesus was seized? What did those around him say? How did Peter reply? When and how did Peter remember Jesus’ words? What does verse 61 suggest about Peter’s denial? (cf. 33-34; 18) What effect did Jesus’ words have on Peter?

9. Who were the first people Jesus was brought before? What did they want to know? Why? (19:47) How did Jesus reply? What conclusion did the religious leaders make?

10. Where did they take Jesus next? What accusations did they make? What did Pilate ask, and how did Jesus reply? What was Pilate’s conclusion? How did the religious leaders persist? Then what did Pilate do?

11. What did Herod do when he saw Jesus? What were the chief priests and teachers of the law doing? How did Herod dispose of the matter?

12. What was Pilate’s proposal? How did the people respond? How did Pilate then appeal, and why did he make it? How did the crowd respond each time? So what did Pilate decide to do with Jesus? What does this passage teach about why Jesus stood trial?
