JESUS HAS RISEN

Luke 24:1-53

Key Verse: 24:6

*  “He is not Here; He has Risen” (24:1-35)

1. What did the women do on the first day of the week? What did they find at the tomb? Who appeared to them? What did the women do, and what did the men say to them? (5-7) What does it mean that “then they remembered his words?” How was the truth of Jesus’ resurrection made known to the women?

2. What did the women do after this? Who were the women? What was the response of the apostles and why? How was Peter different than the others? What did he see at the tomb, and what was his response? How was Jesus’ resurrection revealed to Peter?

3. What happened to two others that same day? (13-14) Who met them and walked with them? Why did they not recognize him? What did Jesus ask them, and how did they respond? (17) Look at Cleopas’ in verses 18-24. How did he describe Jesus? How did what happened to Jesus contradict their hope? (20-21) How did they describe Jesus’ resurrection?

4. What did Jesus say to the two of them? (25-26) How did Jesus explain the work of the Christ to them? How does this answer each of the issues they raised? What happened as they approached the village? What did the two disciples ask, and what did Jesus do? What happened as Jesus broke the bread? What did they ask each other? How did Jesus make himself known to the two disciples?

5. What did the disciples do after this? (How far was Jerusalem from Emmaus?) What did they find there? What had happened to Simon? How had Jesus appeared to each of them?

*  Jesus Appears (24:36-53)

6. How did Jesus appear to his disciples, and what did he say? What was the response of his disciples? What did Jesus say to them? How did Jesus show that he was not a ghost? Did this help them to believe? What else did Jesus do to show that he was not a ghost, but “flesh and bones?”

7. What did Jesus remind them of? (44) How is Jesus the fulfillment of all that is written? What does verse 45 suggest about the reason for their unbelief? Look at what Jesus told them in verses 46-49. What is written about the Christ? (46-47) How were the disciples related to Christ’s truth? How could they be witnesses of the Christ? (49) How would they be clothed with power from on high? (cf. Ac 2:1-4;38) 

8. How did Jesus bless the disciples? What happened while he was blessing them? What was the effect of Jesus’ blessing on his people? How did the Risen Jesus enable his disciples to praise God and worship him? What do you learn in this passage about the resurrection of Jesus?
