*  A New Teaching (21-28)

1. v. 21-22  Where did Jesus and his new disciples go? Why might they have gone to Capernaum? (2:1) What did Jesus do there? What was the response of the people? What amazed them? Why? What do you learn that Jesus taught them as one who had authority? 

2. v. 23-28  What happened while they were in the synagogue? How did Jesus respond? What happened? Now what amazed the people? What do you learn about Jesus’ teaching here? What does this imply? What was the result of Jesus teaching in the synagogue in Capernaum?
*  Jesus Heals from Diseases and Demons (29-34)
3. v. 29-31  Where did Jesus and his disciples go next? What did they find there? What did Jesus do when they told him? What was the result? What do you learn from Jesus’ healing here?

4. v. 32-34  What happened later that evening? What did Jesus do? What do you learn from Jesus who healed so many late into the evening? That his healing included driving out demons? Why do you think Jesus didn’t allow the demons to speak about who he is? 

*  Jesus Came to Pray and Preach (35-45)

5. v. 35  How did Jesus begin the next day? Why “very early in the morning, while it was still dark?” What do you learn about prayer here? Why do you think Jesus prayed?
6. v. 36-39  Who came looking for Jesus? What did they say when they found him? What might this imply? How did Jesus respond? Why had Jesus come? What is preaching?

7. v. 40-45  Who came to Jesus at that time? What was the man’s request? What did Jesus do? What was Jesus’ compassion? What happened? What was Jesus’ warning to him? Why do you think Jesus warned him not to tell anyone, then demanded him to establish a testimony before God? What can you learn about the healing Jesus gave the man? What did the man do instead? What was the result for Jesus by healing the man? What do you learn from the comment, “Yet people still came to him from everywhere?”
