THE SON OF MAN FORGIVES SINS
Mark 2:1-22

Key Verse: 2:10a
*  Son, Your Sins are Forgiven (1-12)

1. v. 1-2  What happened when Jesus again entered Capernaum? What had Jesus done there before? (1:21-34) What did Jesus do now? Why did he go back to Capernaum to preach? (1:38) What do you learn here?

2. v. 3-5a  Who came to Jesus? How did they get their friend to Jesus? What did Jesus see in their act? What could it mean that Jesus saw “faith,” particularly in them? Therefore, what did Jesus say to the paralytic? Why might Jesus have said this to the paralytic?
3. v. 5b  What was the problem Jesus saw in the paralytic? What do you learn for yourself here? What was the answer given to the one suffering with paralysis? What does he mean, “Your sins are forgiven?” What do you learn?
4. v. 6-12  Who else was sitting there? What were they thinking to themselves and why? How did Jesus know their thoughts? What do you learn? What did he say to them? What did Jesus want everyone to know? What did he mean? What did he say to the paralytic? Then what happened? What does Jesus mean by referring to himself as the Son of Man to his accusers? What does Jesus teach that the forgiveness of sins has appeared on earth? What was the response of the people?
*  The Calling of Levi (13-17)

5. v. 13-14  Where did Jesus go next and what did he do? Who did he see as he walked along? What does it mean that Jesus “saw” Levi? (Ps 139:16) Who was Levi? What did Jesus tell him? What did he mean? What did Levi do? What do you learn from Levi?
6. v. 15-16  Where did Jesus go then? Why might Jesus have been there? Who was at the dinner party? Why do you think they were there? What question did the teachers of the law who were Pharisees ask? What is the merit of the question? Who did they ask about this? Why do you think they asked the disciples and not Jesus?

7. v. 17  What did Jesus say when he heard this? What does he mean by comparing the “sinner” with the sick? What does he mean to “call sinners?” What does he teach about himself here?
*  New Wine into New Wineskins (18-22)

8. v. 18-20  What question did some people ask Jesus? How did Jesus answer them? What is the one thing a bridegroom and his guests would never do? When will they fast? Why will they fast? What does this prophecy imply? Who is the bridegroom, and who are the guests?
9. v. 21-22  What does Jesus teach in verses 21-22? What happens if a new piece of cloth is sewed on an old garment? What happens if new wine is poured into old wineskins? What are the old things and new things you find in this passage? What do you learn through the observation? In what sense then is the truth of the forgiveness of sins a new thing?
