Key Verse: 3:14-15
*  Jesus Shepherds the Crowds (7-12)
1. v. 7-8  What did Jesus do next? Who went with him? Why do you think Jesus withdrew with his disciples at this time? (3:6) Who else came to Jesus at this time, and where were they from? Why did they come? What does this show about Jesus’ ministry?
2. v. 9-12  What did Jesus have to do because of the crowd? What did Jesus want to do from the boat? (ref. 4:1) Why were the crowds so pushy? What does this show about Jesus? What did evil spirits do when they saw Jesus? Why was Jesus so strict about them not telling who he was?
*  Jesus Appoints Twelve Apostles (13-19)

3. v. 13-15  What did Jesus do when he was under such demand? What does the calling of those he wanted show about Jesus? Of those he wanted, what designation did he give to twelve of them? For what did Jesus call them? Think about each element of Jesus’ calling. What do you learn from the calling of Jesus to be with him? To be sent out to preach? To have authority to drive out demons?
4. v. 16-19  Who were the Twelve he appointed? What do you know about each of them? What does the calling of these twelve, especially the inclusion of “Judas Iscariot, who betrayed him,” reveal about Jesus’ ministry? (ref. 3:6) About Jesus himself? (3:11)

*  My Brother and Sister and Mother (20-35)
5. v. 20-21  What happened when Jesus again entered a house? What was the reaction of his family when they heard about this? 
6. v. 22-30  What charge did some religious leaders from Jerusalem make about Jesus? What did Jesus do? What do you learn here? How did Jesus point out the folly of their accusations in verses 23-26? What did he teach his accusers about the purpose of his coming? (27) Why were their accusations such a serious matter? 
7. v. 31-35  Who came looking for Jesus and why? (21) Who did Jesus consider as his brother and sister and mother? Why do you think he said this? What do you learn here about Jesus and his calling?
