*  Jesus Heals a Woman (21-34)

1. v. 21-24a. Where did Jesus go next? What happened when Jesus crossed back to the other side of the lake? Out of the large crowd, who specifically came to see Jesus? How did he approach Jesus? What was his earnest plea? Why might it have been difficult for Jairus to come to Jesus? Then what prompted him to do so? So what did Jesus do? What does this show about Jesus?

2. v. 24b-29. Who else went with Jesus and Jairus? Out of the large crowd, who specifically was mentioned by Mark? What was her condition? How had she tried to deal with her suffering? What was the result? (Lev 15:25-30) What did she do when she heard about Jesus, and why did she do this? What do you learn from this woman? What was the result?
3. v. 30-34. What did Jesus realize at that moment? What question did he ask? Why was this a seemingly strange question to his disciples? What did Jesus continue to do? What do you learn from Jesus’ persistence in finding the woman? Finally, what did the woman do? What do you learn here? What did Jesus say to her? What do you learn about the truth of healing here? What do you learn about Jesus in his healing?

*  Jesus Raises a Little Girl (35-43)

4. v. 35-36. What happened while Jesus was still speaking these words? What is implied in their question? How did Jesus intervene? What does it mean, “Ignoring what they said?” What does it mean, “Don’t be afraid?” What does it mean, “Just believe?” What do you think Jesus was teaching here? What do you learn about Jesus here?
5. v. 37-40a. Who did Jesus take with him? Why might he have excluded others? What did Jesus find when he arrived at the home of the synagogue ruler? What did he say to them? What was their response? Why? What did Jesus do with them? Why?
6. v. 40b-43. What did Jesus do after evicting the mourners? What did he do with the little girl? What do you learn about Jesus here? What was the result? What was the response of those present? What orders did Jesus give concerning the girl? Why did Jesus not want anyone to know about this? What do you learn from Jesus here?
