JESUS SENDS OUT THE TWELVE
Mark 6:1-29

Key Verse: 6:4

*  A Prophet without Honor (6:1-6a)

1. v. 1.  Where had Jesus been and what had he been doing? Where did he go to? Where is Jesus’ hometown? Who went with Jesus? What do you learn about Jesus here?

2. v. 2-3.  What did Jesus do in his hometown? What do you learn about the word of Jesus here? What was the initial response of the people there? How was this like the response of others? (1:22,27; 2:10a) So what was their conclusion about Jesus? How did they arrive at it? What does it mean that they took offense at him? (Lk 4:29; Jn 15:25)

3. v. 4-6a.  What did Jesus say to those who rejected him? What do you learn about Jesus here? What does it mean that he is a prophet without honor? What was the result of Jesus’ work there? (5) What does this reveal? What does it mean that Jesus was amazed? What do you learn about Jesus in these verses?

*  He sent them out (6b-13)

4. v. 6b-7.  What did Jesus do next? What do you learn from Jesus who sent out the Twelve at this time? How did he send them out? Why might he have sent them two by two? How did he equip them for the journey? What do you learn here?

5. v. 8-11.  What were Jesus’ instructions for the Twelve? What do you learn from the emphasis on the negatives in verses 8-10? How were the disciples to treat those who rejected them or their message? Why? What could be the testimony referred to in verse 11?

6. v. 12-13.  How did the disciples fulfill their task? What do you learn from their message? What happened on the disciples’ mission? (13) What do you learn here?

*  John is Beheaded (14-29)
7. v. 14-20.  What were Herod and others saying about Jesus at this time? What reason is given for Herod’s conclusion? (16) How had Herod the king come to behead John against his will? What do you learn here about his rule?

8. v. 21-29.  What happened to John? What is the author’s conclusion as to why? Then what do we learn in the beheading of John?
9. What do you learn in this passage about Jesus, a prophet without honor?
