1. v. 30-32. Why were the disciples called “apostles”? What did they report to Jesus? How did Jesus respond? Why? (Mk 3:7-12; 13) Where did they go?

2. v. 33-34. Who was waiting for them when they arrived? How might the disciples feel about the crowd? What did Jesus do with such a crowd? Why? What does it mean that Jesus had compassion on them? That they were like sheep without a shepherd? What did Jesus begin to do with them? What do you learn about Jesus here?
3. v. 35-37. What was the disciples’ reasonable suggestion? What prompted their concern? What does this reveal about them? Read verse 37. What did Jesus say? What does his saying teach his disciples? What do you learn about Jesus here? How did the disciples respond? What do you learn here?
4. v. 38-44. How did Jesus meet the resistance of his disciples? What were his step by step instructions for his disciples? What was the result? What do you learn about Jesus in these verses? About obedience to his word?
*  Jesus Walks on the Water (45-56)
5. v. 45-46. After feeding the crowd, what did Jesus do? Where did he send his disciples? What might he have prayed about?

6. v. 47-50a. What happened to the disciples as they crossed the lake? Where was Jesus? When and how did he come to them? What does this reveal about Jesus?

7. v. 50b-52. What was the disciples’ reaction when they saw him? What did Jesus say to his disciples? What happened to the wind? What was Jesus teaching his disciples? How does Mark explain the disciples’ terror and amazement? What does this reveal about them? About Jesus?

8. v. 53-56. Where did the boat land? Why and how did Jesus’ ministry expand and grow? What does this teach us about Jesus’ power and compassion?
