Key Verse: 7:29

*  Clean and Unclean (1-23)

1. v. 1-5. Who came to Jesus? Where were they from? Why might they have gathered around Jesus? (ref. 2:23-3:6; Jn 1:19-20) What issue did they raise? What was the origin of their tradition? (3-4; ref. Lev 11) What does the explanation in verss 3-4 reveal about the Pharisees? About why they asked the question in verse 5?

2. v. 6-8. How did Jesus reply to the religious leaders? In what sense were they hypocrites? How did Jesus describe their worship? What is it to let go of the commands of God and hold on to the traditions of men? What do you learn from Jesus’ harsh rebuke of the religious leaders?.

3. v. 9-13. What example did Jesus give of setting aside the commands of God in order to observe the traditions of men? What was Corban? Why was Jesus so harsh in his judgment of their tradition, which was intended to be devotion to God? What was the result of their attempt to devote themselves and others to God? (13; Ro 7:11) How serious is it to nullify the word of God?

4. v. 14-15. Who did Jesus speak to next? What was his judgment of man? What do you learn about Jesus here?

5. v. 17-23. What did the disciples ask Jesus? How did he respond to them? What was their truth of their dullness and inability to see? What did Jesus teach them? Who is Jesus according to these verses?

*  Jesus Heals a Little Girl (24-30)

6. v. 24-26. What happened after this? Where is Tyre? Who did Jesus meet there? What was her request? Why might Jesus have gone to Tyre at this time?

7. v. 27-30 How did Jesus respond to this woman? What does his answer imply? How did the woman reply? Why is her reply surprising? What happened to her daughter? What do these verses show about who Jesus is? What do you learn from the woman’s reply?
*  Be Opened (31-37)

8. v. 31-37. Where did Jesus go next? What happened there? How was this different than Jesus’ previous trip there? (Mk 5:16-20) How did Jesus heal the man? What do you learn about Jesus and his coming from these verses? What did Jesus command them, and how did they respond? What was the result for Jesus and his ministry?
