In My Name

Mark 9:33-50

Key verse:  37 – "Whoever welcomes one of these little children in my name welcomes me; and whoever welcomes me does not welcome me but the one who sent me."
I. Whoever Welcomes Me (33-41)

1. vs. 33-35.  What was Jesus’ intent to be alone with his disciples? (ref. 30, 31a)  What did he teach them? (ref. 31b)  What did Jesus ask his disciples after they arrived in Capernaum? (33)  Why did the disciples keep quiet? (34)  What did Jesus teach the Twelve? (35, ref. 10:45)  What do you learn from and about Jesus here?  From Jesus about true greatness?  What will happen to the person who lives as Jesus instructed?

2. vs. 36-41.  What else did Jesus teach? (36, 37)  What is the significance of welcoming little children in Jesus’ name?  What do you learn here about Jesus and his name?  What matter did John bring up? (38)  Why did the disciples stop this man?  What did Jesus teach in response? (39-41)  What do you learn about Jesus and his name in regard to the man?  What do you learn about Jesus and his name in the matter of even giving a cup of water to those who belong to Christ?

II. Causes the One who Believes in Me to Sin (42-50)

3. vs. 42-48.  What did Jesus teach next? (42)  Why is causing someone who belongs to Christ to sin such a serious matter?  What did Jesus teach the disciples to do with the parts of their bodies that cause them to sin? (43-47)  If we follow Jesus’ teaching here, what will happen to our bodies?  What can we learn from Jesus about the seriousness of sin?  What do we learn about judgment? (48)

4. vs. 49, 50.  What did Jesus teach his disciples here? (49, 50)  Within the context of today’s passage, why should we be salted?  Why is loosing saltiness a big problem?  What do we learn from and about Jesus here?
