Jesus Goes to Jerusalem

Mk 10:46-11:11

Key verse:  52 – "Go," said Jesus, "your faith has healed you." Immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus along the road.
I.  Go, Your Faith has Healed You (10:46-52)

1. Which city did Jesus come to and who were with him? (46a)  Where were they headed?  What do you think Jesus had in mind at this time?  As they were leaving Jericho, what happened? (46b, 47)  Who was Bartimaeus?  What is surprising in his words?  What effect did Jesus have on him?

2. How did the people react and what did the blind man do?  How did Jesus respond? (49)  Considering why Jesus was headed for Jerusalem and what is in his mind, why is it surprising for him to now stop?

3. vs. 50-52.  How did the blind man respond to Jesus’ call? (50)  What is significant about Jesus’ question? (51a)  What was the blind man’s request? (51b)  What was Jesus’ reply? (52a)  What happened to the man? (52b)  Why did he follow Jesus when he could have enjoyed his new sight?  What do we learn about Jesus in here and in this section?

II.  The Lord Needs It (11:1-11)

4. What did Jesus do in Bethphage and Bethany? (1-3)  What is peculiar about the reason he gave for needing the colt?  What happened when these two disciples went to the village? (4-6)  What is testified when the people accepted the reason they gave for taking the colt?  What do you think the two disciples learned from this experience?

5. What happened after they brought the colt to Jesus? (7-10)  Why did the people shout praises to God?  What does this show about Jesus?  Why did Jesus go to the temple as his first stop in Jerusalem? (11; ref. 15-17)  In light of visiting the temple, what did his coming to Jerusalem signify?  What do you learn about Jesus in this section?
