*  THE BEGINNING OF THE GOSPEL (1:1-16)

What is the gospel about? What is the beginning of the gospel? (2-3; 4-8; 9-13) How can each of these be considered the beginning of the gospel? If this is the beginning of the gospel, how could Jesus proclaim the kingdom of God and the good news when John was put in prison? (15) What do you learn about the gospel from these verses?
*  JESUS’ EARLY MINISTRY (1:17-3:35)

What did Jesus do after proclaiming the kingdom of God? (17,20) Who were the first disciples Jesus called? Who else did Jesus call? (2:13-17) What can we learn from the ones Jesus chose about his calling? (2:17; 18-22) Look at 3:7-12. Why did Jesus choose just twelve disciples when so many crowds were following him? (3:13-19) How did Jesus consider “whoever does God’s will?” (3:31-35) What can you learn about Jesus through his early discipleship ministry?
How did Jesus’ ministry begin? (1:21-28) What was the authority of his teaching? (22,27) How did he exercise his authority in healing Simon’s mother-in-law? (29-31) Driving out demons? (32-34) Why did he not stay in the place where he was becoming popular? (35-39) How did he heal one leper? (41) What was the result? (45) What do you learn here about his authority and willingness to heal? How did Jesus heal the paralytic? (2:1-12) What does Jesus want to teach about his authority? (9) What did Jesus teach about the Sabbath? (2:23-28) How did he heal a man with a shriveled hand? (3:1-6) What did he teach here about the Sabbath? (4) At what cost? (6) What did Jesus teach about his authority in 3:20-30? (29)
*  THE TEACHING ABOUT THE KINGDOM OF GOD (4:1-5:43)
What did Jesus teach in the parable of the sower? (4:11) How is the story of the sower a parable of the kingdom of God? What does the parable of the lamp on the stand teach about the kingdom of God? What do the parables of the seeds teach us about the kingdom of God? About Jesus?
How did Jesus calm the storm? (4:35-41) How did he heal a man possessed by a legion of demons? (5:1-20) What do these events teach about him? (4:41; 5:9) Who was Jairus, and why did he come to Jesus? (5:21-24,35-43) What happened while Jesus went with Jairus? (25-34) What did Jesus teach the woman (34) and Jairus (36)? What can we learn in these verses about faith? About why Jesus came?
*  JESUS RAISES DISCIPLES (6:1-8:30)
What happened in Jesus’ own hometown, and what was the result? (6:1-6) What did Jesus do right after this event? (7-13) What happened to John? (14-29) What do you learn from Jesus who sent the Twelve out at such a time? 
What did Jesus do after the Twelve came back? (6:30-44) What did he want them to learn? Why did Jesus walk on the water? (6:45-56; 50b-52) What did Jesus teach about clean and unclean? (7:1-23) Who did he heal after this? (7:24-30; 31-37) What can we learn about Jesus from this? What did Jesus want the disciples to learn through repeating the feeding of the multitudes? (8:1-21;2,21) 

Where did Jesus continue his healing ministry? (22-27) What questions did Jesus ask his disciples? (27-29a) What questions had Jesus been asking his disciples until now? (4:13; 4:40; 7:18; 8:17-21) How did Peter answer the question? (29) What can we learn from these things about Jesus’ discipleship ministry?
*  TO JERUSALEM (8:31-10:52)
What did Jesus begin teaching right after this? (8:31, 9:2,9-12, 9:31, 10:33, 10:45) What was the response of his disciples? (8:32, 9:10-11; 9:32, 10:32, 10:37) Where was Jesus coming from (9:2-7) and where was he going to (10:32) throughout chapters 9 and 10? How did the disciples comport themselves at this time? (9:16-17, 9:34, 9:38, 10:28, 10:35-37) How could Jesus lead the way to Jerusalem with such disciples? What can we learn from the observation of his journey? What can we learn from him? (10:45)
*  THE AUTHORITY OF THE SON (11:1-12:44)
What do we learn about Jesus from his entry into Jerusalem? (11:9-10) What do the events of the fig tree and the clearing of the temple reveal about Jesus? (11:17,21) About the value of prayer? (11:17, 22-25) What was the response of the Jewish leaders? (11:18, 27-28) How did Jesus reveal his authority as the Son of God? (11:29-33; 12:1-12) How can the “rejected” stone be the authority?

With what motive did some leaders come to Jesus? (12:13,18-19) How did Jesus rule over each of their questions? (12:13-17; 18-27; 28-34; 35-37) What does Jesus’ teaching in 12:38-44 teach about living under his rule?
*  THE END OF THE AGE (13:1-37)

What amazed the disciples about the temple? What prophetic insight does Jesus give in chapter 13 about the times of fulfillment? (10,26-27,31) How did Jesus admonish his disciples in light of these things? (5,9,32-37)
*  JESUS’ ARREST, TRIAL AND CRUCIFIXION (14:1-15:47)
What does the anointing of Jesus reveal about him? (14:8-10) What did Jesus teach his disciples about his death at the Last Supper? (14:22-25) Then why was Jesus “deeply distressed and troubled?” (14:33-34) How did he meet the time of distress? (14:32-42) How did Jesus understand his arrest? (14:49b) What does Jesus’ reluctance to answer some charges (61), and then his willingness to answer the high priest reveal about him? (62) 
What was Peter’s declaration in 14:29-31? What was his reality? (37, 54, 66-71) How did the word of Jesus help him? (30,72) What do we learn here about repentance? What do you think Jesus wanted to teach Peter?

How did Pilate try to release Jesus? Why was he unsuccessful? How was Jesus treated by the soldiers? What was the official charge against him? (15:2,12,26) How was Jesus mocked as he was crucified? What did Jesus cry out? (34) Why? Was Jesus forsaken by God before? What could it be like for Jesus to be forsaken by God? What can we learn about Jesus here? What happened after Jesus breathed his last? (38,39) Who watched? (40-47) Who buried Jesus? (43) What is the significance that Joseph buried Jesus? What does the crucifixion of Jesus teach about him?
*  JESUS’ RESURRECTION (16:1-20)
Why did the women come to the tomb? What did they find when they arrived? What did they do? (16:1-8) Who did Jesus make appearances to after his resurrection? (9-14) What was the response of the Eleven? What did Jesus say to them? (14,15-18) Then what happened? (19-20) What can you learn from the Lord who works with his people and confirms his word by leaving an empty tomb and ascending into heaven?
