DIVISION OF THE LAND AND RENEWAL OF THE COVENANT

Joshua 13‑24

Key verse: 24:14

1. 13:1-7. Compare 11:23 and 13:1. What is your understanding of the difference? 

2. 13:8-33. Who inherited the land east of the Jordan? Find the region on the map. Which of the twelve tribes received the region? Who allotted the region to the two-and-a-half tribes? Why was the tribe of Levi exempt from the inheritance (13:14,33)?

3. 14:1-15. 15:13-19. Who assisted Joshua to allot the land (ref 19:51)? How did they assign the inheritance (14:1-5)? How did Caleb get Hebron as his inheritance? How did Caleb inherit his land to his daughter Acsah?

4. 15:1-17:18. Find the locations of Judah, Ephraim and Manasseh. How were the problems dealt with, which occurred in the process of the allocation of the three tribes (15:63; 16:10; 17:3-6; 17:12-18)?

5. 18:1-19:51. How did Joshua help the rest of the seven tribes of Israel to inherit the land? Which town was given to Joshua (19:49-50)? What do you learn from Joshua who built up the town by himself and settled there?

6. 20:1-21:45. What were the cities of refuge? Where were the cities of refuge? What do you learn in the designation of the cities of refuge? How many towns were given to the Levites (21:41)? What is the conclusion in 21:41-45 of the allotment of the land? 

7. 22:1-34. How did Joshua send the two-and-a-half tribes back to their home east of the Jordan (22:1-8)? What problem arose (22:9-12)? Who was sent to investigate the truth of the altar which was built by the Jordan (22:13-14)? What was Phineas’ concern (22:15-20)? What was the explanation (22:21-29)? How was the matter resolved (22:30-34)? What do you learn from the way the Israelites dealt with the problem?

8. 23:1-16. Summarize Joshua’s words of encouragement in 23:1-11 (cf Deut. 31:1‑8). Summarize Joshua’s warning in 23:12-16. (Compare Joshua’s blessing and warning with Deuteronomy 27-28.)

9. Summarize Joshua’s teaching in 24:1-13. What was his conclusion in 24:14-15? How did Joshua help the people to make a covenant (24:16-27)? What is the importance of the renewal of the covenant?

10.  How did the author describe Joshua’s death (24:28-30)? What do you learn from the author’s comment in 24:31? What else is mentioned to close the book of Joshua (24:32-33)? What do you learn from the conclusive remark on the deaths of the leaders as well as the return of Joseph’s bones?
