Ruth 1-4

Key verse: 4:16

1. 1:1-5. When did Ruth’s story take place? Why did Elimelech move to Moab with his family? What happened to the family?

2. 1:6-18. What motivated Naomi to go back to Judah? What did Naomi ask her daughters-in-law to do? What was the response of Orpah? Why did Ruth go with Naomi?

3. 1:19-22. What was Naomi’s comment on the greeting of her people? 

4. 2:2-23. Who was Boaz? Why did Ruth go out to pick up the leftover grain? How does the Bible explain that Ruth gleaned in the field belonging to Boaz? What did Boaz do for Ruth? Why did he treat Ruth with special kindness? Why was Naomi so happy when she heard that Ruth had met Boaz? What does it mean that Boaz was one of the “kinsman-redeemers”? 

5. 3:1-18. What did Naomi ask Ruth to do? What was the difficulty of the task (3:11,14)? But what was Ruth’s answer? Why was Boaz so moved with Ruth’s request to redeem her? What did he do for Ruth?

6. 4:1-12. How did Boaz settle the matter of redemption by faith? What was the blessing of the elders? What is significant about the blessing (4:11,12)?

7. 4:13-22. What was YHWH’s blessing on Ruth? What was the result? 

8. What is the significance that the conclusion of Ruth’s story is the brief summary of “the family line of David”? What do you learn from Ruth’s story? What can we learn here about the foundation for the Covenant heritage? How is this different from our concept of heritage (cf Jn 1:13; Ro 9:8,16)?
