RENEWAL OF THE COVENANT

Deuteronomy 27‑34

Key verse: 30:19-20

*  Incentives to Keep the Covenant (chapters 27,28)

1. 27:1-26. What did Moses and the elders of Israel command Israel to do as the first thing when they enter the promised land (27:1-8)? What change of status had come to Israel by the commands and decrees (27:9-10)? What was the nature of the obedience which was required by Israel? Why were they required obedience?  What did Moses command his people to do as the second thing (27:11-26)? What do you learn from the recitation quoted in 27:14-26?

2. 28:1-63. Divide the blessings for obedience in 28:3-14 into three categories and summarize each. Divide the curses for disobedience in 28:15-68 into four categories and summarize each (28:15-19/ 20-24/ 25-29/ 30-68).What would Israel learn when they are cursed (28:27,36,45,53,56,58,63)?

*  Renewal of the Covenant (chapters 29,30)
3. 29:1-29. What does 29:1 tell us about the content in chapters 29 and 30? What was the “understanding” of the people of Israel by which the covenant was renewed (29:2-8)? With whom was the Lord making a covenant (29:9-15)? What was the importance of the ceremony (29:12)? What was the “bitter poison” against which the warning in 29:16-21 is given? What did Moses say the  calamities which eventually would fall on the land testify to (29:22-29)?

4. 30:1-20. What did Moses predict Israel would experience after they taste all the promised blessings and curses (30:1)? What three things does the Lord promise in 30:2-10? In what aspect is the covenant a blessing (30:11-14)? How does the meaning of the heavenly covenant translate to Israel practically (30:15-19)? What eventually would the clear cut teaching of life and death, blessings and curses accomplish (30:20)?

*  Transition (chapters 31-34)

5. 31:1-33:29. What three things did Moses do to wrap up his life of serving the Lord (31:1-8/ 31:9-13/ 31:14-33:29)?

6. What was Moses’ explanation of the reason for the transition of leadership to Joshua (31:1-8)? Why was the public reading of the law every seven years commanded (31:9-13)? What did the Lord predict at the commission of Joshua (31:14-18)? What preparation did the Lord do for the coming rebellion (31:19-29)?

7. Divide Moses’ song and summarize each section (31:30-32:6/ 32:7-9/ 32:10-14/ 32:15-35/ 32:36-43). What is the clearest summary of the covenant's importance for Israel's future (32:44‑47)? 

8. What did the Lord grant Moses as his final favor to his servant (32:48-52)? Study and summarize Moses’ blessing on the Israelites before his death (33:1-25). What was his conclusion (33:26-29)?

9. How did Moses die (34:1-9)? What was Moses’ greatness (34:10-12)?
