THE DELIVERANCE

Exodus 5-19

Key verse: 19:4-6


I. How the Israelites and the Egyptians will know the name of the LORD (5:1‑18:27)

* Ten plagues (5:1‑10:29)

1. 5:1-21. What did the LORD say to Pharaoh through Moses and Aaron? Why did Pharaoh reject the LORD’s command? What did he think Moses and Aaron intended to do? How did he make the lives of the Israelites more difficult? How did the Israelite foremen appeal to Pharaoh? What was Pharaoh's response? How did the foremen complain to Moses after the meeting with Pharaoh? Why didn’t Pharaoh let the Israelites have a short break for three days? Why did he ignore their intention to worship the LORD? Why didn’t he obey the LORD?

2. 5:22-6:8. What did Moses ask the LORD? (Notice how he addressed the name of God in his prayer.)  What did the LORD promise him? How did God introduce himself to Moses in 6:2-5? What was the difference between God being the LORD and being God Almighty? How would the Israelites know that their God is the LORD?

3. 6:9-7:8. Why didn’t the people listen to Moses? What did the LORD tell Moses to do in this situation? What did Moses doubt? Whose family record is in 6:13-27? What was the importance of Moses and Aaron being the descendants of Levi? How did the LORD help Moses through Aaron? Will Pharaoh listen because Aaron spoke well? How would Pharaoh eventually listen to the LORD? What would the Egyptians know as a result of the signs and the judgment? How old were Moses and Aaron?

4. According to what we have read so far, what is knowing the LORD? What is the importance of the 

knowledge?

5. 7:9-11:10. Name the ten plagues in order. Find the verses where the LORD describes the plagues as the “signs and wonders”. Find what Pharaoh learned from what he did and said in each experience. Find the reason  why Pharaoh still resisted to listen to the LORD in each event. Find the verses where the phrase, “just as the LORD had said” is repeated. What does it mean that Pharaoh hardened his heart according to each example? (esp. 9:30) Express your opinion about what the LORD said in 9:15,16. (Why didn’t the LORD wipe Pharaoh away? Why did he choose a hard way, which seems most inefficient, to proclaim his name?) 

* The Passover (11:1-13:16)

6. 11:1-10. What had the LORD said to Moses before he struck Egypt with the plague on the first born son? So, what did Moses say to Pharaoh? What was the purpose of the plague on the firstborn sons? Why did Moses leave Pharaoh hot with anger? Why would Pharaoh persistently refuse to listen to the LORD?

7. 12:1‑13. What were the instructions for the whole community of Israel regarding the plague on the firstborn son? What would God do while they ate the Passover meal? 

8. 12:14-30. How was the Passover to be commemorated? What happened at midnight the day of the first Passover?

9. 12:31-51. How did the Israelites finally leave Egypt? How many of them left Egypt? Why did they eat the cakes of unleavened bread? What was the author’s comment on the Exodus in 12:40-42? What was the core of the Passover restrictions?

10. 12:1-51. Why was the commemoration of the Passover instructed repeatedly even before the event? Why must this be a lasting ordinance? 

11. 13:1‑16. What did the LORD instruct the people to do after the Passover? What two things did Moses instruct people to do to commemorate the Passover? Why were they to eat the unleavened bread which is tasteless and hard? Why was the firstborn son consecrated? 

* Crossing the Red Sea (13:17-15:21)

12. 13:17‑22. Why didn’t God lead the Israelites through the shorter route to Canaan? How did they prepare themselves to follow the LORD? How did the LORD guide them? 

13. 14:1-12. Why did the LORD instruct the Israelites to turn back and encamp near Pi Hahiroth? What happened as the Israelites camped near the place?

14. 14:13-31. How did the LORD protect and guide the Israelites to cross the Red Sea on dry ground? What did the experience teach the Israelites?

15. 15:1-21. What does it mean that the LORD is God according to the song of Moses? What did Moses prophecy because of the experience of crossing of the Red Sea?

* The difficulties in the desert (15:22-18:27)

16. 15:22‑27. What was the first problem they encountered in the Desert of Shur after they had crossed the Red Sea? How did the LORD help Moses to supply water for the Israelites?  What did the LORD teach in this situation?

17. 16:1-15. What did the Israelites grumble about as they got into the Desert of Sin? How did the LORD answer them? What did he want them to learn through the provision of manna and quail? 

18. 16:16‑30. What did the LORD command in the matter of daily bread? What did the Israelites learn? What did the LORD command Moses to do to remember the provision of manna? Why was it important for the next generations to remember the provision of manna?

19. 17:1-7. What happened at Rephidim? Why was their quarrel with Moses considered as putting the LORD to the test? What did God teach them? 

20. 17:8-16. How did Moses and the Israelites fight the Amalekites? What did the LORD teach through the battle against the Amalekites?

21. 18:1-27. Who was Jethro? What did he do after he heard about the work that the LORD had done for Israel? What did he advise Moses the next day? How did his advice help the Israelites?

II. You will be for me… (19:1-25)

22. 19:1-8. How long did it take for the Israelites to reach Mount Sinai? What did the LORD tell the people of Israel? What was the basis of  the covenant  which the LORD established with Israel? What was the condition they must keep? What was the promise? What was the purpose of making them God’s treasured possession,  a kingdom of priests and a holy nation? How did the elders of the people respond to the LORD’s covenant proposal?

23. 19:7-15. Why did the LORD want to come to the Israelites? What did the LORD instruct people to do?

24. 19:16-25. How was the scene of the LORD descending to the top of the Mount Sinai? What did the LORD instruct the people of Israel twice? What did he teach them in his appearance?
