THE ACCOUNT OF THE HEAVENS AND THE EARTH

Genesis 2:4-4:26

Key verse: 3:15

1. 2:4-7. What does 2:4a tell us about the content in 2:4-4:26? What is the difference that the name of the “LORD God” expresses from “God” in chapter 1? How did the LORD God fashion the man (adam)? (Bypass 2:5-6 and read 2:4b and 7.) What was the condition of the field and of the ground before the creation of the man (adam)?

2. 2:8-17. What had the LORD God prepared for Adam? How was the Garden and its environs? What kind of work would be required to take care of the pristine environs? What did the LORD God command Adam? 

3. 2:18-24. What did the LORD God say the man needed? How did the LORD make a suitable helper for Adam? How did Adam accept the woman? What is the mystery of marriage that is revealed by this story?   

4. 2:25. What is your understanding of the statement of 2:25? (ref. 1:31)

5. 3:1-6. Why did Adam and his wife violate the command in 2:17?  

6. 3:7-8. What happened to them as a consequence? 

7. 3:9-19. How did the LORD God help Adam and his wife? What is your understanding of the judgments of the LORD God on each of the participants of the violation? 

8. 3:20-24. What do we learn from Adam’s response in 3:20 of his understanding of the judgment? What else did the LORD God do for Adam and his wife? 

9. 4:1-8. What happened to Adam and his wife? What happened to Cain and Abel when they grew up? What does the story in 4:1-8 tell us of the LORD’s involvement in the lives of Adam’s family? What is the different nuance conveyed in the change of the name of God to “the LORD” from “the LORD God” in chapters 2 and 3, or from “God” in chapter 1?

10. 4:9-24. How did the LORD help Cain? What happened to Cain’s descendants?

11. 4:25-26. How did the LORD continue his help on Adam’s family? What happened to Adam and his descendants?
