THE ACCOUNT OF ADAM’S LINE

Genesis 5:1-11:9

Key Verse: 9:9-11

1. Find how the accounts in 2:4, 5:1, 6:9a, 10:1 and 11:10 are arranged. How did God make man? In what image was Seth born (5:1b-3)? What is unique about the account of Adam’s line considering the many “other sons and daughters” in each generation? Consider the comment on each and every descendant that they “lived…and then died”. Consider the length of time covered by the account. Consider the use of “God” (elohyim).

2. What distinguishes Enoch (5:21-24; cf. Jude 14-15; Heb 11:5)? What does it mean that he “walked with God” (cf. Mal 2:6)? What distinguishes Lamech (5:28-31)? Compare 5:29 with 4:26b.

3. What happened in the time of Noah (5:32-6:8)? Why did the LORD decide not to “contend with man” any longer? What concerned the LORD (6:4-7)? What made Noah different from others (6:8-10; cf. 6:3a, 6:22; 7:5,9)?

4. Notice the switch of the use of the word “God” and “the LORD” in 6:9-22 (God), in 7:1-5 (the LORD), in 7:6-9:16 (God), in 7:16b (the LORD), back to “God” in 8:1-17, to “the LORD” in 8:21, “God” in 9:1-17, and in 9:18-11:10 (the LORD). 

5. What was God’s verdict (6:9-22)? What then did the LORD say to Noah in 7:1-5? How was it that all the animals joined Noah (7:6-9)? When did the flood come? How did it come (7:10-12)? What did the LORD do for Noah on that day (7:13-16)? What was the flood like (7:17-24)?

6. What does 8:1 say? When did the earth become completely dry again (8:14)? What did God say to Noah (8:15-17; cf. 1:28)? How did God open the new beginning (8:18-9:28)?

7. What happened to the three sons of Noah and their descendants according to the account in 10:1-32? How does the story in 11:1-9 explain to us the spreading of the nations over the earth (10:32b; 11:9)?
