THE ACCOUNT OF ABRAHAM’S SON ISAAC (Part 1)

Genesis 25:19-28:9

Key verse: 26:3

1. How is Isaac’s identity expressed in 25:19? (Compare it with the headings of other accounts.) What is the story with which his account begins? What is the end of his account (35:27-29)? What could be Isaac’s significance from the perspective of the content of his account? 

2. 25:19b-23. How did Isaac become the heir of the covenant next to Abraham? (cf. 24:7,8; 21:12; 17:19) What did Isaac do for his wife who was barren? How long did he pray (cf 25:26)? What was the result? Why did Rebekah pray? What did she hear? Why did God choose Jacob over Esau?

3. 25:24-34. How were Jacob and Esau born? How did the two boys grow? How did Esau sell his birthright to Jacob? What is the importance of the birthright? 

4. 26:1-35. Why did Isaac go to Abimelech? What did the LORD tell Isaac to do there? Why did the LORD want Isaac to stay in the land? What was his life like in Gerar? What did Isaac learn while he stayed in the land?

5. 27:1-29. How did Jacob get Isaac’s blessing? What was Esau’s response (27:30-41)? How did Rebekah help Jacob out of the danger (27:42-45)? How did Isaac send Jacob away (28:1-5)? How did Esau respond to the news of Jacob’s departure (28:6-9)?
