THE FIVE OFFERINGS

Leviticus 1-7

Key verse: 1:2a

1. Name the five types of offerings described in chapters 1-7 (1:3,10,14/ 2:1/ 3:1,6,12/ 4:2/ 5:14). Which ones were for dealing with sins that have been committed? Which were for to expresses gratitude to the Lord? 

2.  (The three offerings for sins committed unintentionally)
a. Burnt offering(1:2-17): What could be offered as burnt offerings? Why was the offering of birds allowed, which seems not exactly according to the instruction in 1:2? (ref 12:8)  For what was the burnt offering prescribed? (1:4) What do you learn from the fact that the animals were to be a male without defect (1:3,10)? From the fact that the person who brings the offering was “to lay his hand on the heard of the burnt offering” (1:4)? From the way they did with the blood of animals (1:4,11,15)?  From the fact that they washed the inner parts and the legs with water (1:9,13)? From the fact that the animals totally destroyed by fire (1:9,13,17b)? What do you learn from the observation of the instructions on the burnt offering?

b. The sin offering (4:1-5:13): For what was the sin offering prescribed? (4:1) To whom was the requirement (4:3,13,22,27, 5:1,2,3,4)?  Why was the unintentional sin required forgiveness (4:3,13,22,27, 5:1,2,3,4)? What could be offered (4:3,14,23,27,32, 5:5, 7,11) When and how would a person or a community offer the sin offering (4:4,14,23,28, 5:3,5)?  
c. The guilt offering (5:14-6:7): For what was the guilt offering prescribed (5:14,16,17,18b, 6:1)? What was the difference of the guilt offering from the sin offering? What was required in addition to the offering before the Lord (5:16, 6:5) What do you learn from 5:17-19 which didn’t require restitution? 

3.  (The two offerings for memorial and thanksgiving)


a. The grain offering (2:1-16):What was prescribed to be offered as grain offering (2:1,4,5,7,14) What did the priest do with the grain offering made (2:2,3,9,16)? What were the restrictions (2:4,6,11,13)? 

b. The fellowship(or peace) offering (3:1-17): What could be offered for a fellowship offering (3:1,6,7,12)? For what was the fellowship offering made (3:11,16)?
4. What instruction is repeated in the regulations for the burnt offering (6:9,12,13)? What do you learn from the emphasis to keep the fire burning? What do you learn from the way the ashes of the burnt offering removed?

5. Who was assigned to bring the grain offering (6:14,19)? What do you learn from them? What were the regulations for the sin offering (6:25,26,27)? What do you learn from the regulations for the sin offering? What was the regulation for the guilt offering (7:2,3,6,7)?

6. What was the fellowship offering (7:12,16)? What is forbidden in the practice of the fellowship offering (7:17-21)? Why do you think fat and blood were forbidden (7:22,25,27. 3:16,17)? What was the regular share of the priests from the fellowship offering?

7. What was the first step of the ritual to be taken in the offering of the animals (1:3, 4:4a, 5:18)? What was the second step required (1:4,3:2,8,13, 4:4b,15,24,29,33)? What was the third step (1:5,11,16,17, 4:4b,15b,24b,29b)?  What was the fourth step (1:5b,11b,15,4:5,16,25,30,34 5:8,9)? What was the last step (1:9,13,17,4:10,11-12, 21,26, 31,35, 5:10,12)?

8.   Find the place where the phrase “an aroma pleasing to the Lord” is repeated (1:11,13,17,3:5,16, 6:15), and the “most holy part of the offerings made to the Lord by fire” (2:3,10,16). In light of these phrases, what could we say the fundamental purpose of the offering system was? (Ex 25:8,33:5,11,40:34)

9 What do you learn from the fact that the offerings were specific and personal and so eliminated excuse making or blaming others for individual transgressions? What do you learn from the prescription of offering for the poor? Can we say the Lord was strict since no one was exempt from offering? Can we say he was fair since he prescribed affordable offerings for each? If you think there is something more in the offering system than the two views, speak of it. How do you appreciate the offering system? How can we apply the truth of the Hebrew offering system in our Christian life? What is your understanding of the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus in light of the offering system?
