1. 21:1-35. What did Israel experience at Hormah? (21:1-3) Why did Israel go from Mount Hor to the Red Sea (ref. 20:21)? What did they experience there (21:4-7)? Describe Israel’s journey from Oboth to Pisgah in 21:10-20. What did they experience in the land of the Amorites (21:21-35)?

2. 22:1-24:25. Who was Balak (22:2)? Who was Balaam (22:5)? Why did Balak summon Balaam, a pagan prophet (22:2-6)? Why did Balaam refuse Balak’s invitation the first time and then accept it the second time (22-8-20)? What did Balaam experience on his way to Balak (22:21-35)? What was the point of Balaam’s first oracle (23:1-12)? Why did Balak ask Balaam for another oracle (23:13-14)? What was the point of Balaam’s second oracle (23:15-26)? How did Balaam utter the third oracle (23:27-24:2)? What was the point of his third oracle, and what does his answer to Balak tell us about the credibility of his oracles (24:3-9)? What did Balaam 

prophesy in his fourth and final oracles (24:15-25)?

3. 25:1-16. What happened at Shittim, on the plains of Moab?

4. 26:1- What did the Lord tell Moses to do after the plague? What did they find (26:63-65)? What do you learn as you review the history in chapters 21-26?

* New preparation to invade the promised land (chapters 27-32)

5. 27:1-30:16. What was the request of Zelophehad’s daughters (27:1-4)? How did the Lord answer (27:5-11)? Why was it an important issue? What else had the Lord made Moses prepare (27:12-23)? What are the three categories of things in chapters 28-30 which the new leadership was assigned to take care of as they entered the promised land?

6. 31:1-54. What was the last assignment which the Lord instructed Moses to carry out? How was the assignment carried out? Why was the vengeance on the Midianites an important issue (ref. Hosea 9:10)?

7. 32:1-42. After the battle against the Midianites, which three tribes requested to settle on the other side of Jordan river? Why was Moses angry with them? What was their response? What condition did Moses put on them to allow their request?

* The preparation for life in the promised land (33-36)

8. 33:1-56.  What is reviewed in chapter 33? What was the warning at the end of the review of Israel’s journey (33:55,56)?

9. 34:1-3613. What is prepared in chapter 34? What did the Lord command the Israelites to do in 35:1-5? What is specially arranged in 35:6-34? What was the purpose of setting the cities of refuge?  How did the Lord help Zelophehad’s daughters (36:1-13)? What do you learn as you review the final touch of the preparation of the Israelites in chapters 35 and 36 to enter the promised land?
