For his name’s sake (1-7)

1. v. 1. How does Paul identify himself?  What is unique about his reference? What influence had Christ Jesus on Paul’s identity? (cf. 6:16-18; 7:25; 11:13-14; 11:32; 15:16; 16:26)? What does he speak of his apostleship by saying that he was “called” (1,5,6,7)? What does he mean that he was “set apart” for the gospel (Lev 2:24-26; Num 16:9-10; Deut 10:8; 1 Chron 23:13; Isa 49:1; Jer 1:5; Acts 13:24; Gal 1:15; 1 Tim 1:15-18; Heb 7:26)? Who set him apart for the gospel of God? What does Paul’s identity tell us about Christ Jesus?
2. vv. 2-4. What are the reasons Paul listed in verses 2-4 to say that the gospel about Jesus Christ is “of God”?  What can we learn about Jesus Christ from verses 2-4? What does Paul mean that the gospel about Jesus Christ is “of God” (cf. Mk 16:15,16; Lk 2:10-11; Acts 20:24; Ro 1:9,16; 15:16,29; 16:25; Eph 1:13; 1 Thes 2:2; 2 Thes 2:13-14; 1 Tim 1:11)? 
3. v.5a. What have we received through Jesus Christ our Lord? What is apostle-ship? What is the purpose of the apostleship given to us by grace?  Why the apostleship to call all the Gentiles is grace to us (cf. 1 Ti 1:12-17; Ro 15:15,16; l Co 15:10; Eph 1:9; 3:3-6,7-9; Col 1:26,27; 2:2-3)?  
4. v.5b. What does this phrase “for his name’s sake” tell us about the underlying purpose of the gospel?  What is the “obedience that comes from faith” (cf. Act 6:7; Ro 15:16,18-19; 16:26; 2 Cor 10:4-6; Heb 5:8-9; Ro 11:19-24; 30-32)? In what way do the objectives of the apostleship teach us that the calling of us into the apostolic office is grace?

5. vv. 6-7. How does the truth of grace and apostleship apply to the Christians in Rome? In what different way does the truth described in verse 6-7? Why does Paul pray for them to have “grace and peace”? 

II.
In order to have a harvest among you (8-13)

6. v. 8. Why does Paul thank God for all the Christians in Rome? Why does he thank God “through Jesus Christ”? What do you learn from him? 

7. vv. 9-13. What has Paul been praying (cf. v. 16b)? What do you learn from him how to pray? Why did Paul so eager to meet the Christians in Rome (cf. v8)? What could be the spiritual gift he wanted to impart to them was? How does he explain the imparting spiritual gift in verses 12, 13 (cf. v. 15)?

III. 
In the gospel is revealed the righteousness of God (14-17)
8. v. 14-15. Why did he want to preach the gospel to the Christians at Rome? Why was Paul so eager to preach the gospel (14; cf. v. 9)?  To whom was he obligated? What was his obligation (cf. 1 Tim 1:16)? What do we learn from him?
9. vv. 16-17. Why was Paul not ashamed of the gospel?  Why might some people be ashamed (cf. Phil 1:14,20; 2 Tim 1:8,12,16; 4:6)?  What is the salvation (cf. v 5)? What are the two reasons stated in verse 17 which tells us that the gospel is “the power of God for the salvation”? What is “the righteousness that is by faith” (cf. v. 5b)?  What is the importance of it (cf. 1:18; 6:23)?
