Romans 9:1-11:36

Key Verse: 11:32
* Paul’s agony (9:1-29)

1. 9:1-5. How serious was Paul’s anguish over his people Israel? What do you learn from the fact that his anguish was “the truth in Christ”? List the privileges given to the people of Israel and explain to what each refers. What do these privileges have to do with Paul’s anguish over them? 
2. 9:6-13. What question is raised by Israel’s failure? What is Paul’s answer to the question (6)? What does he learn from the teaching in God’s word that the children of the promise are reckoned as God’s children? What does he learn from God’s word about God’s purpose of election? 

3. 9:14-18. What question arises regarding God’s sovereign election? How does Paul reason that God’s biased election is not unjust? 
4. 9:19-24. What is wrong abut the reasonable complaint against God in verse 19? How does God use his sovereignty? For what purpose does he bear the objects of his wrath with great patience? How is God’s sovereignty different from the determinism or the idea of fate (cf. 8:29)? 
5. 9:25-29. How does Hosea prophesy about the riches of the glory of the Sovereign? How does Isaiah prophesy about God’s mercy? Who are the objects of wrath and who are the objects of God’s mercy in view of Hosea and Isaiah? How do the prophecies answer Paul regarding his anguish over his people Israel (cf. 9:24)?
* The stumbling stone (9:30-10:21)

6. 9:30-33. What question arises because of the prophecy regarding the acceptance of Gentiles and the failure of Israel? Why did Israel who pursued righteousness not obtain it? How does the “stumbling stone” reveal the essence of the riches of God’s sovereignty?

7. 10:1-4. What does Paul desire in his heart for the Israelites? Why does he pray for those who rejected God? What is the problem of the Israelites? Why is being ignorant of the righteousness from God a problem (cf. 1:21)? How can Christ, the “stumbling stone”, be their salvation as well as for us?
8. 10:5-15. How did Moses describe in Deuteronomy 30:11-14 the difference between the righteousness that is by law and the righteousness that is by faith? How does Paul explain in verses 8-10 the meaning of Moses’ words in Deuteronomy 30:14? How does Paul explain in 10:11 that the mere confession with our mouth and the mere belief in our heart bring justification and salvation?  How can Christ save those who trust in him according to Paul’s explanation in verses 12-13? What is the chain reaction leading to belief described by Paul?  What is Paul’s reasoning in verses 14-15 how trusting in Christ brings salvation?
9. 10:16-21. What is testified by the fact that not all the Israelites accepted the good news (16-17)? Think about the practical meaning of verse 17.  How has the sovereign God ordained that faith be planted in men's hearts? What is the tragic exception to the principle in verse 17 (18)? What can we learn from this? Did the Israelites fail because they did not understand? What did God do with the Israelites’ intentional rejection of him by establishing Christ, the “stumbling stone” in Zion (19-21)?
*The remnant of Israel (11:1-10)

10. 11:1-4. What question is raised by Paul in 11:1 because of the failure of the Israelites? How does Paul answer in 11:1b-4? 

11. 11:5-6. On what basis is the remnant saved? Why is the issue of grace important?

12. 11:7-10. How does the Scripture show that God's hardening of Israel is a result of Israel's rejection of his grace (Dt 29:2-6) and the rejection of the faith which hopes for God’s salvation (Ps 69:16-23)? 
* God has bound all men over to disobedience (11:1-36)

13. 11:11-16.  What resulted from the Israelites’ transgression (11:11)? On what basis could Paul reason to have such a vision in verse 12? With what hope does Paul, therefore, serve the ministry for the Gentiles (11:13-16)? Is he a nationalist or a racist? If not, what doe we learn from him in verses 13-16?
14. 11:17-24. What do the branches represent? What does Paul teach the Gentile believers in the parable in verses 17-24?

15.  11:25-27. Why should the Gentile believers not be conceited? On what basis does Paul reason in verses 26, 27 that all Israel will be saved?  Who is the Deliverer from Zion?
16. 11:28-32. How do the old and the new covenants work together? What do we learn about God in his work through the covenants? How does God’s sovereign mercy answer Paul’s anguish in 9:2?
17. 11:33-36. What is Paul’s conclusion in verses 33-36? What do you learn from the doxology?
