VISION OF CHRIST IN THE MIDST OF THE CHURCHES

Revelation 1:1-3:22

Key verse: 1:17,18

1. 1:1-3.  Trace the four successive steps through which the revelation of Jesus Christ came to us. How is it described in its content, character and value? What is required in those who read or hear? 

2. 1:4-6.  Who is writing to whom? How is God testified? How is Jesus Christ testified in relation to God and in relation to us?

3. 1:7-8. Who is testified in verses 7 and 8? 

4. 1:9-11. What is the twofold experience in which all believers share, and what should characterize their lives? Why was John at the island of Patmos? What did he experience on the Lord’s Day?

5. 1:12-16. What did John see that day? How does each feature portrayed here suggest our Lord’s character? How is the impression different from the image of Jesus Christ that you have had in your mind so far? 

6. 1:17-20. What did Christ say of himself and of his relation to the churches? 

7. 2:1-7. What did Christ commend the church in Ephesus for? What did he hold against the church? What did the church in Ephesus have in their favor? What may we learn about the Nicolaitans in reference to 2:14-15? How does the warning against the church in Ephesus apply to each of us as well as to all believers?

8. 2:8-11. What could have been the experience of the believers in Smyrna? What did Christ declare concerning their future? In what ways were they already rich? How were they to conquer? To what result would such conquest lead? How does the warning against the church in Smyrna apply to us?

9. 2:12-29. What were the words of Christ to commend the churches in Pergamum and in Thyatira? What were the warnings against each church? What do you learn from the words of warning against the two churches?

10. 3:1-6. What was wrong with the Christians in Sardis? What was needed for them to overcome the situation? What do you learn from verse 6?

11. 3:7-13. What was the situation of the Christians in Philadelphia? What did Christ say to them? What do you learn from his words here?

12. 3:14-22. How is Christ described in 3:14? How had the church in Laodicea become lukewarm? What were the words of recommendation of Christ for them? Why did he rebuke them? What were the words of encouragement of Christ for them? What do you learn from the words of Christ for the church in Laodicea?
