JESUS IS COMING

Revelation 19:11-22:21

Key verse: 22:20

1. What has been done for the preparation of the wedding supper of the Lamb? (cf 6:1; 17:12-14; 2Th 1:6-10;  Ps 2:9) What do you think the wedding of the Lamb implies?

2. 19:11-16. After he heard the wedding preparation of the Lamb, what did John see? How is the rider on the white horse described? In what ways will Christ be different in his second coming from his first coming (Zec 9:9,10)? 

3. 19:17-21. This is the battle of Armageddon, spoken of in 16:14‑16. Note the contrast between “the great supper of God” (19:17) and “the wedding supper of the Lamb” (19:9). Compare “the suppers” with the two harvests in 14:14‑20 (cf Mt 13:30, 40‑43). What is “the fiery lake of burning sulfur” (cf 20:10,14,15; 21:8; Mt 13:42,50; 18:8,9; 25:41)? What truths are thus repeatedly emphasized concerning the final settlement and issue of world history? 

4. 20:1-10. What did the angel who had the key to the Abyss do? What activity is particularly attributed to Satan? Why was Satan locked up in the Abyss? What is his deception (cf 2Th 2:9‑12)? What was the next vision shown to John?  What are the rewards of the martyrs (cf Lk 22:28‑30; 2Ti 2:12; Rev 2:10,11; 5:10)? What will happen after “the thousand years” are over? What do the truths of the first resurrection and of the final destiny of Satan mean to you?  

5. 20:11-15. What was the next vision about? What happened to the earth and sky when the Judge appeared? What do these things mean to us? Who is to be the Judge? Who is to be judged? How is each man’s destiny to be determined (cf Mt 16:26,27; Jn 5:28-29; Ro 2:6,16; Rev. 21:8; 22:12)?

6. 21:1‑8. After the final judgment, what is going to come (cf Isa 65:17; 2Pe 3:13)? What is its metropolis (cf 18:1)? What does the coming down of the Holy City mean (21:3)? What will God do for his people? What does this prophecy mean to us (21:5-8)?

7. 21:9-21. Who showed John the Holy City? How is the City described in 21:9-14? How is the City described in 21:15-21? What other spiritual realities does the description of the Holy City suggest to you?

8. 21:22-22:5. Make a list of all that is said not to be found in the perfected kingdom of God. What do you learn from the observation? What are the outstanding differences between Babylon and the New Jerusalem (cf Zec 14:20,21; Lk 16:15 ; 1Jn 2:6,17)?  Over against these, set the positive blessings spoken of here (cf Ge 1:28-29; 2:8‑25). What do you learn here (cf 1Co 15:46; Eph 1:3)?

9. Would a non‑Christian be able to enter the city (cf 21:27), and if he did enter would he find satisfaction in its blessings (cf Eph 2:3 ; 1Co 2 :14)? In light of this, discuss the absolute necessity of “the blood of the Lamb” and of regeneration for every man (cf Jn 3:5; Lk 10:20). What do you learn here?

10. 22:6-21. What word of Christ is repeated three times in these verses (cf 3:11; 1:7; 16:15)? How are we to reconcile this word with the fact that even now Christ has not come? What should be our attitude and response to this word of our Lord (cf 2Pe 3; Mt 24:43‑51; Heb 10:36‑39)? Can you join in the prayer of verses 17 and 20 as the spontaneous yearning of your heart?

11. How are the truth and the importance of the contents of this book confirmed to us in this passage? By what name is it four times described? What is its origin? From where does it derive its authority? How ought we to express our regard for it and our response to it?

12. How would you sum up the chief message of this whole book? What abiding truths are we meant to learn from it for our instruction and encouragement (cf Jn 16:33; Ac 14:22; Rev 1:9; 12:10,11)? What are the things in which we are called to share “in Jesus”?

13. Consider the seven beatitudes in this book (cf 1:3; 14:13; 16:15; 19:9; 20:6; 22:7; 22:14). Are you observing the conditions, and insofar as is yet possible, are you beginning to know the wealth of the blessedness?
