THE TRUTH OF OUR LIFE AND OUR REALITY

1 Cor. 15:35-58

Key Verse: 15:49

I.  How are the dead raised? (35-49)

1. vv. 35-38. What is the question the Apostle confronts here (35)? What is the foolishness of the question (36-38)? What is the truth of the dead seed pointed out in verse 38?

2. vv. 39-41. What is the truth of “all flesh” on earth? What is the truth of all “bodies”? What is the truth of the “splendor” of the bodies? What does the variety of flesh, bodies and glory testify to us?

3. vv. 42-44a. In what way do the phenomena of nature help us to understand the truth of the resurrection of the dead? What is the truth of our body, which dies? What is the truth of the resurrection body? What is the limit of the analogies borrowed from nature?

4. vv. 44b-49. What is the truth that the existence of a natural body testifies to us? How does Genesis 2:7, which says, “The first man Adam became a living being,”   testify to the truth of the resurrection body (45b)? On what basis could the Apostle make such a bold claim (46,47; cf. 15:12,20, 4)? What does he mean that Christ is “the last Adam” (cf. 15:21,22)? What assurance does the truth that we have borne the likeness of Adam bring to us (48,49)? What does the Apostle answer to the question in verse 35? 

5. vv. 50-53. What is the possible confusion derived from the truth of our body that the Apostle clarifies (50)? What is the truth of our death (51-53)? What does “at the last trumpet” tell us of the change (cf. 15:23)? On what basis could the Apostle emphasize that it “must” happen (cf. 15:4,12)? 

6. vv. 54-57. What will come true when we will all be changed (cf. 1`5:26)? Notice the tense of verse 55. What is the truth of our reality on earth (55,56)? How does God give us victory through our Lord Jesus Christ (57)? What is our reality (cf. Php 1:21)?

7. v. 58. What does the Apostle encourage the Corinthians to do? What is the work of the Lord (cf. 15:3-11)? What is it to “always give” oneself “fully to the work of the Lord”? Why should they?
